Claiset of Fires 
Extinguishers have the 

letters A, B. or C to classify 
three different types of fires 
most likely to occur in. a 
home. 

According to the National 
Fire Protection Association. 
Class A fires are fires in 

ordinary combust ib le 
materials, such as paper, 
wood, cloth, rubber and 
plastics. 

Class B fires are fires in 
flammable liquids, gases and 
greases — including oil. gaso­
line, solvents, paint, cooking 
oil and grease. 

Class C fires involve 
electrical equipment, includ­
ing electrical wiring and 
appliances. 

For each type of fire, a fire 
extinguisher suited to that 
particular type must be used. 

Many fire extinguishers 

are available that are 
suitable for all three classes 
of fires. 

Labels on multi-purpose 
extinguishers will show all 
three l e t ters - A:B:C. 

For home use, consider fire 
extinguishen with capacities 
ranging from one to five 
pounds. The most popular 
size contains two and one-half 
pounds of ammonium 
phosphate, a multi-purpose 
agent.

It will do little 'good if the 
person cannot lift, tiold or 
easily control it. 

Be sure the extinguisher 
has a warranty and a mark-

States Coast Guard.
