When Veselka sUted 
that the funds shoukl be 
divided equally this year 
and further consideration 
given to the matter in 
1960, Leyendecker was 
quick to react saying 
"those are the same 
Uctics which have been 
used in years past." 

Some discussion follow­
ed on a poaaible redistri 
bution of roads in each 
prednct, however, for­
mer precinct one commis­
sioner Walter Henicke 
noted that the last 
rediviaion of precinct 
boundaries waa made 
under a court decision 
according to population 
and not miles of roads. 

The issue is expected 
to become another con­
troversial one at the 
March 28th meeting.
