Pears can be 
auceaanuiy m uesny an 
areaa of Tezaa but a 
bacterial disease caDed 
Fire Blight must be 
controlled. 

Fire Bl«ht hmits the 
varieties that can be 
grown. It is such a severe 
problem in Texas that 
only the most resistant 
varieties can be grown. 

The bacteria is first 
spread by hooey bees 
during bloom as they 
visit the bloasosu. Once 
estahUshed in a tree, the 
bacteria is further spread 
I7 rain and other insects. 

The spring of 1978 was 
one of the worst in recent 
history for Fire Bhgfat 00 
pears. As a result, many 
infected trees still have 
large cankers which will 
serve as inocnhun for this 
ye»-

We recommend re­
moving the cankers as 
soon as possible by 
pruning. Malw sure cuts 
are fr« inches below the 
last sign of visible 
damage as you move 
from the tip to the main 
trunk. Una is necessary 
sinee the bacteria grows 
in advance of visibly dead 
tissue. When pruning, 
steriliae pruning shears 
between cuts by dipping 
in a aohitioo of household 
bleaek acd water (one 
part bleach tonineparts 
water). This wfll help 
prevent spreading bac­
teria froa oae cut to the 
next After pruning, wipe 
the shears with a 
light-weight oil to pre­
vent corrosioo.

This is the time of year 
to consider needed fish 
pood fertiliiation. The 
Cokirado Sofl and Water 
Conservation District aa-
sists landusers with in­
formation concerning this 
fish pond management 
practice. 

Commercial fertiiiaBrs 
sre often used for the 
purpoee of eontroOiag 
undesirabie waterweeds 
and to (vomote fish 
growth. Fertihaer will 
cause the rapid growth of 
plankton, whidi halpa 
control undesirable wa­
terweeds by inhibiting 
peoetratioo of sunhght 
snd. thereby shading out 
many ondeî rable aquatic 
planta. 

It also win cause rapid 
piytoplaaktoB 
(floating 
plants) which is the 
starting point in the 
natural food cyde for 
fish. 

The nutrients required 
by these water plants are 
the same as thooe 
required by plants which 
grow in soil: namely, 
nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potaasinm. To aasure s 
continuous supply of s 

theee nutrients, apphea-
tioos of fertiliser must be 
repeated.
