State To Pay Salary 
Upon completion of the 

agreement, Mrs. Rich-
ter's current salary of 
$11,482 will be absorbed 
by the state. Funds are 
set up in the budget for 
this salary expenditure, 
hence the county will in 
effect receive a savings 
ot the salary and other 
benefits, totaling from 
$14,000 to $15,000^ accord­
ing to Judge Cranek. less 
monthly rental of the 
suite. 

The county will also be 

obligated for travel ex­
penses, but only for 
travel to the four scho(rfs 
mentioned. The budget 
includes $75 per month in 
travel expenses for the 
county health nurse. 

The court approved 
two motions on the 
proposal, the first to 
approve a letter of 
memorandum establish­
ing duties of the state 
health nurse as to 
specific functions in the 
county; and the other to 
enter into an agreement 
with the City of Cdumbus 
for rental of the office 
space. 

The state health nurse 
would, in addition to the 
duties formeriy perform­
ed as county health 
nurse, absorb services at 
Well-ChQd dinica and 
immunization programs 
for pre-schoolers and 
adults. TB tests and 
shots now administered 
by a state health nurse 
coming to this county 
weekly and others.
