Decontrol Of OH 

Prices Main Item 

In Energy Proposal 

With proposals ranging 
from tax incentives to ex­
cess profits Uxes and plans 
for pipelines. President 
Carter went before the 
nation last week to outline 
his 197Si«nergy program. 

The nuun administrative 
action the President intends 
to take is to decontrol oil 
prices. Crude oil price con­
trols will be phased put 
beginning in June, 
resulting in higher gas cost 
at the pump. 

- A couple of the proposab 
are aimed at preventing the 
oil industry, according to 
the President, from taking 
advanUge of increased 
revenues from decontrol of 
oil prices. These will be 
considered by the Ways 
and Means Committee on 
which I serve. The so-called 
windfall proGU tax wouki 
impose an excise tax on 
each barrel of domestically 
produced crude oil The 
funds from this tax plus 
revenues bt>m proposed 
changes in the foreign tax 
credit system for oil com­
panies are proposed to be 
placed in an energy 
security trust fund. 

In addition to these 
proposals, a program of tax 
crediu woukl provide jome 
incentives to developing 
production of oil from shale, 
to uaing high-efiiciency 
wood burning stoves, to in-
sUUing solar energy 
equipment, and to using 
gasohoL Gasohol currently 
is exempted from the four 
cent gasoline tax, but the 
exemption will expire in 
five years. The Pr^ident's 
propoaal wouU make the 
exemption permanent
