Hearings On 
Beef Import 
Bills Monday 

[ByCeag.J.i.Plekk] 
THe Hwae Wsys and 

Means Subcommittee on 
Trade '• hss scheduled 
hearings on beef import 
bills April 30, Some 15 
proposals are beini; con­
sidered to amend the 
Meat Import Quota Act 
of 1964, including HR 
1076, which I introduced 
in January, with several 
other Texas Congress­
men as co-sponsors. 
Lloyd Bentsen is sponsor­
ing this bill in the Senate. 
The biggest question ' 
naark now is the Ad­
ministration's role in 
formulating a bill this 
year. 

Last year, the Presi­
dent vetoed our beef 
import bill, which passed 
the House and Senate 
overwhelmingly. Mr. 
Carter endorsed the 
countercyclical concept, a 
positive step; but he 
feared he would lose too 
much power to suspend 
import beef quotas.« 
thereby tying his hands. 

Currently, the Presi­
dent can increase foreign 
beef imptnls even when 
domestic supplies are 
plentiful, a seeming vio­
lation of the supply and 
demand curve. Such 
actions in the past have 
created havoc in the 
cattle industry, leading 
to a boom or bust cycle. 
On the other hand, when 
domestic supplies are 
low. there is no provision 
to increaae imports. The 
producer can lose money 
and the consumer may 
not be sure about beef 
supplies or prices.

Ways and Means 

Chairman Al UUman has 
introduced HR 2727, a bit 
closer to last year's 
vetoed bill. It would not 
allow the President to 
suspend quotas quite as 
often as HR 1076. The 
UUman bill appears to 
have the most support in 
the House. 

We probably will not 
learn the Administration 
position untU the April 30 
hearing. Some policy­
makers in USDA oppose 
all the bills, fearing they 
still take away too much 
Presidential discretion. 
Others feel my bill 
represents the best 
formula for compromise.
