In a midnight session, the 

House Senate conferees came 
near to theend of the windfall 
profits tax bill. Having 
agreed earlier on the taxing 
portions, we found ourselves 
in laborious sessions over 
what to do with the money.

12213 
billion and the methods of 
raising it. My view remains 
that it wouM be better t^ 
decontrol oil without the tax 
and to create more produc­
tion incentives.

January, IWM. or the month 
after the revenues exceed 
1227.3 billion, whichever is 
later.
