' Eagle Lake Rotarians had 
a timelv demonstration and 
Arsmsaiun up reporting emer 
gencies aiM tm m t a ef ^ 
practices that ran be used to 
possibly save ^ihic lives of 
your loved ones or-rhends in 
time of need. Mrs. John 
iJunei Mahalitc. Jr.. training 
officer . for the Eagle Lake 
Unit of the Colorado County 
Emergency Ambulance 
Corps, presented the inter 
esting program. She was 
introduced by .\lbert Puste 
jovsky. the program fhair 
manju: the day. 

4 ^ P Mahalitc stressed the 
importance of memorizing 
emergency numbers, -such as 
for the fire department. 
2342533; the ambulance 
corps. 234 5311; and police 
department, 2342727. She 
urged that these numbers be 
listed in a conspicuous place 
near the telephbne at all 
times. 

The speaker nressed the 
need for calmness when 
reporting an emergency, and 
the need for giving complete 
information. "Give the natui 
of the emergency and the 
name and location and then 
wait while a unit is 
dispatched ' to the scene 
without delay." she said. 
"Don't hang up until you are 
sure that the dispatcher has 
the full information. Too 
often a person will give only 
sketchy information and 
there have been tiroes when 
the emergency unit has been 
unable to locate where the 
emerifency exists through an 
error in information, or an 
error in taking the informa 
tion " 

RetaaciUtioa. CPR 
The speaker noted the 

importance of knowing how 
to do mouth to-mouth resusci 
(ation and CPR iCardiopul 
monarv resuscitation). Im

mediate application of these 
emergency procedures in the 
span of time from the 

. -1 -*5rrA<U u r g e n c y 
until the ambulance crew 
arrives, might spell t-he 
difference in life or death. 
She stated that brain dam 
age. through loss of oxygen, 
is almost certain if some 
form of resuscitation is not 
started within 4 to 6 minutes. 

She also str«;ssed that 
victims who have fallen or 
suffered a smiliar accident 
not be moved unless it is 
necessary due to toxic fumes, 
fire. etc. 

Mahalitc told the Rotarians 
and quests that 99'Hi of 
bleeding can be stopped by 
applying pressure' to the 
wound — 

She al«o demonstrated the 
Heimlich method of freeing 
substances lodged in breath 
ing passages. She recqm 
mended a slap on the back as -
the list resort.

Bermudagrass 
Planting 
Season Here 

Efermudagrass planting 
season is upon us and I have 
begun receiving calls on 
Tifton 44 bermudagrass. 
Since Tifton 44 was bred to 
replace Midland bermuda in 
North T ^ a s and Oklahoma, 
there can be little doubt of its 
cold tolerance. This might 
mean that it will suffer from 
our hot, dry summers. 

Tifton 44 and Callie 
bermudagrasses were evalua­
ted in replicated plots al 

College Station and Dallas in 
comparison with Coastal, 
other promising materials, 
and new hybrids not previ­
ously tested in Texas. Tifton 
44 became established less 
rapidly and produced less 
forage iKan Coastal, but it 
was more winter hardy and 
had higher quality forage. 
Research in Georgia showed 
better animal performance on 

Tifton 44 than on Coastal. 
Callie became established 

more rapidly and thus 
produced more forage the 
first year than Coastal; 
however, it producied less in 
succeeding years than Coas­
tal. Callie'produces an open 
sod'and is less winter hardy 

"than Coastal. Stand 
occurs from Central Texas 
north in severe winters. 
Therefore, .stand roan«Kfi;.„ 
ment is mare important than 
for. Coastal in preventing 
invasion of undesirable spe­
cies and in lessening winter 
damage, Callie forage is 
superior in digestibility and 
promotes greater animal 
performance than Coastal 
(unpublished data). 

Several of the experimen 
tal hybrids equaled or 
exceeded Coastal in one or 
more of the important 
characjierislics: yield, quality, 
stand density, winter hardi­
ness, and spring recovery.
