The President has the 
executive authority to order 
registration of males. How 
ever, his proposal includes 
two features which require 
Congressional "approval: 111 
the need (or more money lor 
the process, about (26 
million; and 121 regisil'nng 
women. 

I'nder the proposal only 19 
and 20 year olds would regis­
ter this year, with Ift̂ year-
olds registering each year 

_ thereafter beginning January 
1. 1961. The registration 
would be carried out by 
filling out a form at the local 
post office. There would be 
no examination and no' 
classification, and no draft 
card would be issued. 

I supported registration 
last fall, and i continue to 
support it again this spring. 

.The President's call for 
registration does not propose 
sending women into combat 
nor would 1 support such a 
proposal. This is not a policy 
of the I'.S. government, and I 
do not see that it ever will be.
