Dr. Spencer R. Baen, 
director of Energy and 
Mineral Resources at Texas 
A&M University, was guest 
speaker at the conservation 

banqueted he stressed the 
Dee<K for continued work 
toward development of alter-
native energy sources in this 
country. Dr. Baen spent 20 
years in the Missile and 
Research Program belore 
coming to Texas A&M. ^ \ 

He noted that this country 
has one-third of the world's 
supply of coal and lignite, a 
supply estimated to last 
several hundred years at the 
current rate of energy 
consumption, and stressed 
the need for development of 
methods to manufacture 
gasoline from coal and lignite. 
"We're working on it and 
we're getting there" said Dr. 
Baen adding that once a 
successful method of extract­
ing gasoline from coal and 
lignite is developed, 

America will' be relieved of ' 
some of its dependence on oil 
imports. 

He also discussed the 
success of the gasohol 
program which he noted 
will help to use up some of 

.the grain stockpiles created 
when sales of wheat and 
grains to Russia were cut off. 
Dr. Baen said that the . 

offering some relief in the 
energy crisis and £redicted , 
further development in this 
program. He stated that fifty 
permits have t)^n gnated ia 
Texas to date tor^ the 
manufacture of gasohol. 

Dr. Baen concluded by . ; • 
commenting that increased 
energy from,nuclear plants, • 
which he contended can be 
operated safely with proper 
management; from coal and . -
lignite sources; added empha­
sis to solar energy develop­
ment; and continued explor­
ation for new oil and gas 
sources in, this country, 
should combine to head off 
any future energy crisis.
