Fifth Senatorial District 
candidate Kent Caperton 
diacussed the plight of the 
farmers and rancher* of this 
district in a press conference 
last week. 

This w u the third in a 
series of preu conferences 
Caperton ha* scheduled 
throughout the district to 
discuss the issues of the Fifth 
District Senate campaign. 

Caperton said fanners and 
ranchers have been beset 
with several problems high 
interest rates, soaring land 
prices, the unavailability of 
long term loans and the 
increasing cost of farm 
machinery and buildings. 

"Modern agriculture is 
costly and we must see that 

our fanning and ranching 
famili** can obtain the credit 
necesaary to continue their 
agribuaineu. The guaranteed 
farm loan program w u 
approved by voter* last 
November and will hopefully 
provide some of the capital 

'for young farm familiea to 
remain in agriculture," Ca­
perton aaid. 

Other key issues, he said, 
are landowners' rights, for 
eign ownership of Texu land 
and the production of ethanol, 
methanol and gasohol. 

"We cannot or will not 
allow high interest rates, 
increased fuel costs or other 
problems to destroy the 
future of fanning and 
ranching in Texu. Agricul 
ture is too important to the 
state and this distrirt. We 
will address these issues head 
on and work with our farmers 
and ranchers to ' provide 
solutions to these vexing 
problems."

Budget Fever 
Risingh ^ 
Nation's Capt'l 

(By C s H J J Pfcklel 
The temperatures are ris­

ing in Washington', D.C., but 
it is due to budget fever, not 
spring fever. The most 
common prescription is bal 
ancing the Federal budget, 
accepted by the President, 
the Congress and nto*t of the 
public. 

Currently, there are two 
ma;or plans for a balanced 
Fiscal Year 1961 budget, 
presented by the House 
Budget Committee and Pres­
ident Carter. The plans differ 
in certain areu. but the 
general thrust is the same: 
This year the Federal 
government will stop spend­
ing from an empty wallet. 
But the prqpoaed cure i* 
producing SOOM surprising 
sidesffects. 

rhc Hao** Budfst Coaurit-
tce's package calls for a 
surplus of t5.3 btllioo. with 
spending of S61I.8 billion in 
FiMal Year 1961 and 
revenues of M17.3 iMllioa. An 
oil import fee, which would 
bring in an additional t l 0 3 
billion in revenues, is sup­
ported by the committee but 
not added into its budget 
total. 

The President's plan calls 
for spending of Ml 1.5 billion 
and revenues of 1628 billion. 
for a tl6.5 billion surplus. 
But the Carter package 
includes the 110.9 billion for 
the oil import feê  Subtract­
ing that, the Carter surplus is 
16.2 billion, compared to the 
Budget Committee's t5.5

I will vote for a balanced 
budget plan this year. 
whether it be President 
Carter's plan or the House 
Budget Committee proposal. 
That would depend on which 
had the best chance of 
becoming law. At thia point, a 
heataky eesaaay. aad aeuad. 
balanced budget are the best 
preKnption for our prob­
lems.

Dry weMher should persist despite more cloudiness late 
Wednesday. Rain showers, however, may follow on 
Thursday and part of Friday u a cool front sets up along 
the Gulf Coast. This front should not be as strong as the 
last, so low temperatures should stay mild under fair skies 
Friday night and Saturday. 

For the Rice Belt. . .Gentle southerly breezes Monday 
helped prevent really chilly temperatures over much of the 
Rice Belt. The next several days will be a very important 
period for assessing any permanent cold injury to young 
rice Rice will still be in shock because of cool nighttime 
temperatures, so permanent injury may be hard to detect 
until low temperatures reach 60 degrees or higher for several 
nights. Dr. James Stansel. rice specialist at the EUgle Lake 
Experiment .Station, urges growers to avoid any type of 
herbicide spraying while rice is in shock. If you spray now 
you won't get good weed control since weeds are also 
suffering from the cold, but you may severely burn rice 
with herbicides. Soil temperitures have dropped eight to 
tea degrees since last week, so be careful not to rush cotton 
and sorghum planting until soils rewarm. 

Weather service projectioas lor the next four to five 
weeks call lot normal temperstures. but drier than usual 
coffdKions over the Coastal Bend and extreme Western 
Rice Belt. May is usually a peak month for rain along the 
coast, so crop prospects for the summer could be highly 
influenced by weather during this mid spring period. 
Eastern Rice BeK counties may be in for an exces* of 
spnng rains that may also keep temperatures below 
average. 

Colorado County Commis­
