Coast area originated here 
shortly after noon Thursday 
when nearly fifty cars and 
truclcs I many of them gravel 
trucks) ^driven and occupied 
by Cubans departed for the 
Peruvian Consulate in Hous 
ton in a show of support for 
the Peruvian government's 
protection of 10.000 Cubans 
seeking their freedom from 
Communism, in the embassy 
in Cuba. 

The 10.000 Cubans were 
crowded into a small area 
surrounding the Peruvian 
Embassy when guards were 
removed and Fidel Castro 
said dissatisfied Cubans 
wanting to leave the country 
could go there. 

The Cubans holding the 

demonstration said they hop­
ed the demonstration will 
speed up efforts to send food 
and other essentials to the 
embassy. 

The demonstration was 
also made to seek the 
immediate release of the 50 
.American hostages bemg 
held in Iran. 

.The denwnstrstion was 
ort;anized by the Houston 
Cuban Association which 
includes membership through­
out the Gulf Coast area. It 
was estimated by leaders o( 
the demonstration that the 
caravan of vehicles would 
increase to nearly 200 by the 
time It reached the Peruvian 
Consulate Thurs. afternoon. 

The vehicles leaving her* 
Thursday at around 12:30 
p.m. were driven by Cubans 

who reside in the Eagle Lake, 
Columbus and Q Caapo 
areas They were joined by 
others from .Austin and Fort 
Bend and Harris counties as 
the entourage reached HOUK 
ton 

.\ spokesman for the 
Houston Cuban Association 
said the demonstration w u 
beinij made in protest of the 
advances of Communism in 
this and neighbonng coun 
tries Signs on the lead 
vehicles set out the objec 
tives of the demonstration, 
according to Father Isntael 
Teste, a Catholic priest ui 
(uha for many years. The 
sign read. "Free 50 American 
Hostages m Iran and Free 
10.000 Cubans in the Peru 
vian Consulate in Cuba." 

Father Teste gained world 
vkide renown while in Cuba 
for his work with a "Boy's 
Town" project in which he 
had over 190 youth actively 
enrolled in various school aad 
work related activities. He
