Herzik, Jr., Deputy Commis­
sioner to Donald L Poarch, 
vice president of Sprint, it 
was set out that the transfer 

of ownerehip was approved. 
The deseriptkm of waste 
materials to be proceaeed at 
the site were siffiply set out 
u "solid waste under the 
regulatory jurisdietkm of the 
Texu Depvtment of Health, 
when ditpoeed of or proceaa-
ed in accordance with the 
department's 'Municipal Sol­
id Waste Regulatwns'." The 
permit, No. 208, w u signed 
by Robert Bernstein, M.D., 
Commissioner of Health.

At the completion of the 
summation of the landfill 
operations investigation. Jud­
ge Cranek said that in his 
opinion, "the . statements 
made by Swinbank April 14th 
(that he w u legal in hauling 
sludge to this county under 
his Type I permit) were 
correct." 

Judge Cranek added that 
"the county's only recourse. 
in nly determination, is that if 
the landfill operator does not 
operate the landfill according 
to the rules and regulations 
set out in the 'Municipal Solid 

.Waste Management Regula­
tions', the county can file for 
an injunction to stop the 
operations if it was felt that 
he wu not in compliance." 

He noted-that Sprint hfs 
the auUwy)^ - J'̂  f>lsiw,, 
materials set out in the 
regulations into the landfill, 
but the operator also h u the 
responsibility to see that the 
rules and regulations for 
operation of a Type I landfill 
art MKfltt. 

The judgî  did ciu a Texu 
law which gives the court the 
authority to place certain 
areu of a county into an 
area where landfills are 
prohibited. 

Mere Heestea Gartacan " 
In response to a question, 

the judge conceded that "it 
does appear that Houston's 

garbage can legally be 
brought to this eounty, 
provided operational require­
ments are met." 

Swinbank, who w u also at 
the meeting Monday, said 
that he plans to haul more 
refuse and garbage from 
Houston in order to have 
materials with which to "dry 
out" the sludge which is 
being hauled to this county so 
that it might be buried 
properly daily. 

StOes Yokes Objectlea 

Precinct 4 CommissioDer 
Bill Stiles objected to allow 
ing Houston garbage and 
sludge to be hauled to this 
eounty and charged that 200 
truckloads of sludge have 
been brought to the landfill 
and little or none h u l>eeB 
properly disposed of. He also 
expressed fear that the 
sludge would be coming from 
sewer plants in Houston 
which are overtaxed and do 
not adequately process the 
sewerage before being re 
leased u sludge. 

Chic Stein, a resident a 
mile or so from the area, said 
that he "smelted noxious 
odors last Saturday and when 
he checked he found them 
coming from the landfill site. 
Judge Cranek agreed that 
noxious odior's kre'̂ ')frx,...wrv^ 
and would be a violation of 
the'operation procedures if 
allowed to continue. He noted' 
that Sprint is researching 
methods of "drying out" the 
sludge with materials'-of all 
descriptions in order to 
permit daily burying. He 
$aid that-he ha^ vi^ted the 
site Saturday and did not 
note noxious odors. Judge 
Cranek alio added that four 
test water, wells are kxated 
on the site and the health 
department makes periodic 
checks on the wster to see

He pointed out the advan­
tages nf tiawing a landfill 
operational in this county, 
including the great cost that 
would have to be met by the 
cities of Columbus and Eagle 
Lake to dispose of their 
garbage.
