3-ZoneDove 
Season Proposed 

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department has 
proposed to the L'.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service a change in 
the federal regulations which 
»ould allow the department 
the option of dividing the 
state into three zones for 
dove hunting during the 
coming season. 

Currently, the 60 day 
mourning dove season is set 
according to a twazone 
arrangement, with the North 
Zirfie opening Sept. 1 and the 
.South Zone opening on the 
first Saturday after Sept. 19. 

The proposed three zona 
alignment would feature a 
Panhandle Zone covering the 
Panhandle and South Plains, 

a Central tona emSstlng of 
most of the statc'i midsec­
tion, and a RM Grande Zone 
which would stretch from the 
Trans Peeos southeast along 
the Rio Grande, indudiaf 
South Texas. 

The opening of the Central 
Zone I including thia area) 
would be .the first Saturday 
after Sept. 8. Actual opening 
dales would vary from Sept. 
9 through Sept. 15. depend­
ing on the calendar year. The 
season would end on Nov. 7 
through Nov. 13 unless tha 
option of splitting the season 
was aeleeted.
