The world didn't stop, but 
for the first lime in 12 years 
the House of Representatives

Before IV^.-Cnsfm had 
no system' to approach the 
budget in a unified Jiunner. 
Spending bills wer? voted 
upon piecemeal, and - only 
after III the dust had settled 
did the final tally on our 
budget becpme known. In 
1975,1 and over 260 members 
of Congress worked' for the 
establishment of a Congres 
sional Budget procedure. 

From 1976 to 1979, this 
procedure worked to some 
degree, but it did not result 
in a balanced budget. This 
year all parties plan on its 
working in order to balance 
the budget. 

While we have had 12 
years of federal deficit 
spending, our economy has 
been wrecked by inflation. 1 
think that not only does the 
deficit cause inflation by

prime time for twisters. May 
seem.* to be the worst month 
of all and the hours between 
3 pm and 7 p m. are the 
most dangerous time because 
that is when it is easiest for 
thunderstorms to form and 

create tornadoes, according to 
weather experts. 

When a tornado warning is 
issued, the TM.A urges people 
to get inside as quickly u 
possible. If you are inside, 
open windows on the side of 
the house away from the 
storm's approach if there is 
time to do so If the house has 
a basement, take refuge 
there near the wall in most 
sheltered and deepest part. If 
there is po basement, take 
rover in the smallest room 
with stout walls. Even a 
closet will do Or lie under a 
heavy piece of furniture 
against inside walls near the 
center of the house. Seek 
shelter away from windows 
and upper floors of buildings 
Keep listening to s battery 
powered radio for emergency 
bulletins. 

If away from home, take 
shelter in a steel framed or 
reinforced concrete building. 
In open country, mqve away 
from the tornado's path at a 
right angle if you know you 
can outrun the tornado which 
can move up to 70 mph. If 
unable to escape its path, lie 
down flat in a low plare that 
is reasonably safe from Huh 
floods, shield your head and 
cover your face with clothing 
to prevent suffocation from 
dust. Do not stay in a car, 
trailer or mobite home. Stay 
out of buildings with wide 
open roofs, such u theaters 
and gymnasium!.
