High Sichool Testing 
At Ri<̂  High School, 

counselor (Carpenter gave the 
Scholastic Aptitude Test 
iSATl to 21 seniors who are 
expected lo attend college; 
and the American College 
Testing Program I ACT) to 29 
college bound seniors. 

On the SAT, which tests 
verbal and math abilities, the 
21 Rice High School seniors 
tested 421,in''verbal and 467 
in math" is compared to a 
naiional averajfe of 425 in 
verbal and J67 in math. He 
also compared grades by 
sexes as follows: for males at 
Rice high schfjol. results 
averaged 418 on verbal 1431 
nationall and 48.5 in math 1493 
national) and for females, 
average wa^ 427 verbal (423 
nationall and 442 in math 1443 
nationall.

The Rice average of aO 
students tested sbowat the 
students were above the 
Texas norms |for test resulta 
1975-78). 

In comparing the average of 
all students lo the National 
Norms, the Rice students 
compared favorably with the 
Rice scores a Jitile below the 
norm but not significantly so, 
with the exception of th<̂  
math score. 

"However, when we look at 
our premium level students 
only, they compare very 
favorably lo the National 
Me,an. The social studies area 
is a little below the mean," 
stated Ihe counselor.
