The pickup wu parked 
N̂i the side of the road near 
the entrince to Halfmann's 
home. The keys were in the 
ignition which wu switched 
on. 

SherifTs Deputy Jerry 
O'Conner searched Half­
mann's home and said 
nothing appeared to have 
been disturbed. Halfmann's 
personal effects, including 
money certificates, were still 
in the house.-Colorado Coun­
ty Citizen.

Thunderstorms pelted parch 
ed South Texu which 
brought to a halt their 
previous mus movement of 
cattle into the market 
channels. General showers 
over the stale left most folks 
set pretty good moisture wise 
for a while. 

Slaughter cows developed 
a headache late in May after 
cow prices dropped $4 to $5 
in one week. The greatest 
downward pressure w u 
centered on fat cows 
because packers wanted lean 
cows. 

By the end of May Utility 
cows were mostly $41 to $46 
with fatter Utilities tSS to 
$40, lighter weighing cows 
brought $36 to $43.

elusive as a butterfly. Market 
receipts of stocker-feeders in 
May were made up of many 
"dead hair" calves held over 
the winter with a sprinkling 
of calves from this year. 

Good medium frame, num 
ber 1 muscling steer calves 
were $83 to $93. 400 to 500 
pounders $75 to $8,'5, heifer 
calves mo.stlj $67 to $77. 

May found fed slaughter 
cattle still treading water. 
Offering some buoyancy to 
fed cattle w u a slightly 
reduced number of fed cattle. 
Then offering more positive 
attitudes were lowering in­
terest rates and a little 
decline in poultry production. 

Hog niarket fluttered up 
and down in May. However, 
prices held up fairly well 
considering the still large 
weekly nationwide hog kill of 
almost 2.000,000 head. 

Continuing high freight 
costs help keep Texas top hog 
prices in line with box prices 
in the Corn Belt. Those costs 
reduced the number of 
northern hogs imported into 
Texu. At the close of May 
good Central, South and Eut 
Texas top hogs were general­
ly $30 to $32, lean sows $23 to 
$25. 

No surprises and no 
shockers seem to fill the bill 
for the cattle market in June. 
Market receipts increasing 
seasonally may temper spec 
tacular upward price swings 
u the hot summer begins.
