The changing ethnic ratio 
of students attending schoob 
in the Rice Consoiidatad 
School District was reflected 
in results of the Texas 
Assessment of Basic Skills 
(TABS) administered to the 
district's fifth and ninth 
grade students during' tlM 
past school year. Results of 
the tests were reviewed for 
the Rice CISD board of 
education in its session last 
week by high school, coun­
selor Guy Beanc. 

Tests in mathematics, read­
ing and writing were adminis­
tered this Spring to all fifth 
and ninth grade students, 
lexcept those who wert 
specifically exempted) as part 
of a state-wide program 
ordered by the Texas 
Education Agency to test 
basic skills of the students. 

Seeees tn the -t^sts oeeoaae 
a part of the student's record, 
but are revealed only to each 
student and parent or 
guardian. The results are 
designed to reveal to k>eal 
school officials areaa whefe 
students ai^ strong as well u 

• thaaf area* where studenta 
exhibit a learning need. 

The objectives for mathe­
matics, reading and writing 
will be used again, wjth some 
format changes, in testing 
students in the third, fifth 
and ninth grades in the 
Spring of 1961.

test results. Beane pointed 
out that comparison between
