"Wild Rice" was the topic 
of an interesting program 
presented to the Eagle Lake 
Rotary Club on Wednesday of 
last week by member David 
R. Winterraann. —-:—^ 

Mr. Wintermann told the 
Rotarians and guests that 
wild rice is not really a strain 
of rice, but a seed from weeds 
which grow in cool, deep, 
slew moving waters in 
Minnesota and Wisconsin. 

The wild rice sells from $5 
to $17 per pound, depending 
on the number of whole and 
broken grains, an(l ,i8 a 
succulent dish with wOd or 
tame ducks and other 
wildme. 

The speaker noted that 
legislation in the states 
where the wild rice flourishes 

prevents the taking of the wild 
rice by the white population, 
hence the grain is left solely 
for the harvest and use of the 
Indians in the area. 

Some work is being done to 
grow wild rice on a domestic 
basis, with some sCi(!eess, said 
Wintermann. He noted that 
around 22,000 hundredweight 
is grown annually in domestic 
production while the Indians 
harvest another 5,000 hun­
dredweight annually using 
canoes and boats into which 
the grains are threshed from
