'This week contained one of 

those double starred, red-
lettered days in history that 
burned its memories into our 
consciences permanently. 
With a new President taking 
office and the release of our 
52 citizens from the hands of 
terrorists, January 20, 1981 
will rank right up there with 
December 7, 1941 and 
November 22,1963. 

I was honored to be in the 
audience watching Ronald 

I Reagan take the oath of 
I office. The day was warm, 

in the air was wtfm 
President gave.(<«n 

excellent speech, filled with 
hope and promise. Everyone, 
Republican and Democrat, is 
united and ready to work 
with President Reagan. 

All of us are thankful the 
former hostages were re­
leased in relatively good 
shape. But our collective 
hearts are heavy over reports 
of torture and inhumane 
treatment our citizens had to 
endure. We have all learned 
that we must pay the price 
for freedom, but experiencing 
torture and terrorism go 
beyond the realm of reason. 

Now that pur citizens are 
out of iQsia. some have 
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Jerry Zatopek of Colum­
bus, owner ofJ. &S. 
Distributing Co., presented 
an informative program at 
the meeting of the Eagle 
Lake Rotary Club on Wed­
nesday of last week. Zatopek 
is distributor for Schlitz, Old 
Milwaukee and other beer 
products for this area. 

He showed a film prepared 
by the Texas Resource and 
Environmental Council show­
ing the effective use of 
recycling cans and bottles 
used in distributk>n of soft 
drinks and beer products. A 
portion of the film illustrated 
graphicallythe disastrous re­
sults of mandatory deposit 
laws passed by the Michigan 
legislature. Tlje mandatory 

suggested we should ditch 
the agreement which led to 
their release. Because the 
Iranians reneged on the laws 
and principles of decency and 
human rights, it is-argued, 
we have the right to renege. 

All of us in Congress are 
just as incensed about the 
reports of ill treatment, but 
.the sentiment here ia not to 
renege on the agreement. 
The bargain was reached 
under some duress; and 
unfortunately, it tobk so k>ng. 
But fortunately, not one 
American cent was used to 
"pay off' the Iranians. The 
money returned was not a 
ransom but simply the assets 
which belonged to Iran before 
they were frozen. The United 
States held fast, and by 
upholding international law, 
freezing assets and isolating 
Iran, the hostages finally 
became a burden to Iran. We 
are a nation of laws, not men. 
Breaking promises would put 
us on the same shaky moral 
ground as Iran.

Admittedly the {Program 
has reduced litter oo streets 
and highways however the 
additional coats and storage 
pq)blems are conaidered to 
far outweigh benefits of the 
legislation. «, 

Zatopek commented after 
showing of the film that fifty 
percent of the small distri­
butors (such as his company) 
over the state would be 
forced out of business if such 
mandatory legislation were 
passed in Texas. "We would 
be out of business in two 
months time," said Zatopek 
emphatically. 

20,000 Cana In 60 Days 

Zatopek reported that his 
firm, which operates a can 
recycling facility in Colum­
bus, collected ^.000 po]^ds 
of aluminum cans during the 
past w) days, paying 30c per 
pound for the cans, thus 
returning $6,000 to economy 
of the area. "It is reasonable 
to assume that the Pear! 
Recycling Center in Eagle 
L ^ e and the Lone Star 
facility in Weimar, handled 
an equal amount of cans for 
recycling in sixty day 
periods, substantially sup­
porting the economy of the 
area and also reducing the 
litter on our streets and 
highways." This, he added, 
was done without creating 
tlie additional costs and 
collection problems which 
resulted under the manda­
tory program in Michigan. 

The* film commentator 
reported that 17% of the 
litter collected on highways is 
in cans, 59% in bottles, 6% in 
plastic products and the rest 
miscellaneous and paper 
producta. ^
