Congressman Jake Pickle 

of Austin announces he has 
accepted the chairmanship pf 
the^ Subcomihittee on Social 
Security for the 97tl\ i n ­
gress, beginning his second 
term in that position. Pickle 
is third-ranking Democrat oh 
the full Ways and Means 
Committee, where all tax 
legislation originates. 

"I accept the chairmanship 
again because of the great 
importance of social security. 
Except for defense, social 
security is our biggest 
concern in this Congress," 
Pickle said. 

Pickle expressed optimism 
some short term and long 
term problems can get 
attention this session. 

"Short term problems are 
due more to the economy and 
effects of inflation and not 
because of inadequacies in 
the system's structure," 
Pickle pointed out. "This 
program is too important to 
the country to aUow the 
public to be misled." 

The biggest long term 
problem ilb the retirement of 
the post-war baby boom. 
While this impact will not be 
felt until the 21st century, 
Pickle said the subcommittee 
will start considering long 
term solutions now. 

"Last year, 35 million 
Americans drew over $140 

billion in social security 
benefits. The program is 
absolutely and positively 
critical to the well-being of 
our country. Social security is 
not going bankrupt. We're all 
too familiar with deficit 
spending by the government, 
but social security has never 
operated on a deficit," Pickle 
said.
