Speaking for the sponsors, 
Wilson noted the bill's 
similarity to legislation that 
the Texas Sunset Advisory 
Commission stopped just 
short of endorsing. 

, "Wt aM here today to 
carry out the excellent work 
of the Sunset Advisory 
Commission and its staff in 
reenacting laws to create a 
new and even stroni^r State 
Board of Medical Examiners," 
Wilson said at a news 
conference held at the Capitol 
Thursday (Jan. 29). "Our bill 
represents the culmination of 
18 months of exhaustive 
research, drafting and re­
drafting of the complex s e t of 
laws known as the Medical 

"Practice Act," Wilson said. 
The TMA-backed bUI also 

calls for several changes in 

the current law not looked at 
by the Commission, largely 
centered oh expanding the 
board's disciplinary powers 
over physicians, and incor­
porating language relating t o 
standing orders.
