Debt Ceiling 
Is "Bitter 
Medicine" 

[ByCaiW.,J.J.PIdde] 
Bitter medicine waa gulped 

down in the Houae of 
Representatives hia week as 
Republicans, who have long 
opposed raises in the debt 
ceiling when proposed by 
Democrats, were "bom 
again." President Reagan 
requested $50 billion more in 
federal borrowing authority. 
Many Republicana joined 
Democrats in holding their 
noaes and voting to raise the 
ceiling. 

Controversy on thia issue is 
something of a straw dog. It 
is difficult and unpleasant to 
admit that the national debt 
ia approaching one triHion 
ddlars. But voting against a 
debt ceiling is attacking the 
s^ptoms instead of the 
cauaes of inflatkm and deficit 
spending. 

We were told the Reagan 
request was based on the 
previous Administration's re­
vised budget estimates ak»g 
with some built-in assump­
tions on the part of this 
Adminstration. 

But I wu a bit disturbed at 
being naked to vote on a debt 
ceiling increase without a 
clear idea on what the new 
Preaident will propoae for 
cuts in spending. It is one 
thing to leak aecret memoa to 
the preu about what will be 
done and quite another to get 
the votea together and foUow 
through. 

But voting againat a debt 
ceiling increaae when it is 
baaed solely on paat 
commitments is miadireeted. 
As one of our former Ways 
and Means Committee col-
leaguea, Joe Waggoner, once 
said, "you cannot vote againat 
raising tbe NatkMial Debt 
Ceiling any more than you 
can walk into a reaCauraat 
and refusr-to-pay the hffi 
afti# enjoying a five courae 

tive but to cover the 
government's obligationa. 

At tbe same time, we muat 
hwk to the future to bring tbe 
bndget under control to fit 
the amount of revanna we 
have.
