In their preaent condition, 
most of our native graaalanda 
are not providing the beat 
kind and amount of food and 
cover for either livestock or 
most kinds of wildlife. 

Over 200,000 acres of the 
grasslands in Gokxado 
County are oovned with one 
or nunv kinda of bruah so 
thick that growth of food 
planU ia limited. Most woody 
planta are water waatera. It 
takes several tines u much 
water to grow a pound of 
brush aa it does to grow a 
pound of good grau or fbrba. 
When woody planto dominate 
the plant community they 
steal moisture, sunlight and 
plant nutrients from the more 
useful plants. 

Some forbs and graaaes can 
grow under a thick ataad of 
bruah. They are not u taaty 
and nutritioua u ,thoae 
growing in fnU aualighl 
though. Beaidea, aniauda 
cannot get to irianta hidden to 
denae bmrii tkicketa. 

livestock raisers cannot 
afford to produce uneeonooiic 
planta oo their laada. Ta atey 
in buaineea, they mast 
remove the k>w value bruah 
to produce uaable and 
prafltaUe plants: Brush ODB- ' 
trol. hom^pf, without regard

planning brush management. 
The idea ia to control enough 
brush to increase food 

production for livestock and 
leave enough browse and 
cover for wildlife. Leaving 
twenty-five to thirty-five 
percent of the land in brush 
will keep a large number of 
deer and other wild animals, 
if the bruah is arranged in the 
right patterns. Altemating 
strips of cleared and un­
cleared brush is a popular 
method of brush manipu­
lation. 

Habitat management for 
some of these other impor­
tant, yet less publicized, 
types of wildlife should be 
part of any bruah manage­
ment program. Enough trees 
and underbrush should be 
kept along streams and 
bottomlands to provide pro­
tective eover, den sites and 
fruit and berry production for 
these animals. 

The Soil Conservation -
