^ Buy Shrimp 
By "Count" 

[By DoMUa R. Pantel 
County Extensioo Agent] 
Buying shrimp at the right 

price is easy - if you know 
what to look for. There are 
thtee common market species 
- white, browns and pinks, 
and since they all cost, look 
and taste about the same 
after cooking, there is little 
reason to select one species 
ovfr the other. 

More importantly, select 
the size and market from 
which will best suit the recipe 
you intend to use. 

Shrimp siaes -range any­
where from 10 tails per 
pound to as many u 60 or 
more tails per pound (shell 
on). The larger the count per 
pound, the smaller the 
shrimp tail and, so the more 
work involved in eating the 
shrimp since each one must 
IM peeled. 

For this seaaon, the smaller 
shrimp are cheaper. 

Small shrimp (36 or more 
per pound) are excellent in 
gumbos, aoups, and caase-
roles. Medium sixes (26 or 35 
count, per pound) work ss 
well as large (16 to 20 count 
per pound) for frying or 
stuffing. 

"Jumbo" shrimp (16 or less 
per pound) are best for frying 
or barbecuing. 

Wheir>you buy ahrimp by 
count rather than by the 

retailer's terminology, you'll 
have a better idea of what 
you're getting. 

For example, what is 
described as "large" shrimp 
by one merchant may be 
"jumbo" shrimp at another 
store.

Before Planting 

In many caaea the early 
bird doea get the worm. But 
when it cooMa to apriag 
planUng, farmara may want 
to nae a little reatraint aad 
take a kwk at soil tampera-
turea before eranUng up 
thebr plantera. 

One of the keya to getting 
spring eropa off to a good 
start ia to heed aofl 
temperaturea. . 

Soil thmperaAnrea have 
been ahown to have an 
important effect oo how wdl 
seed germinate. Plantik( fat 
cool soils often leads to poor 
seed germination and poor 
crop standa. Flanta that do 
come up often ]MA vigor far 
early growth and thia opens 
the door to early aeaaon 
disease and mseet attacka. 
.Farmera are adrfaed to 

begin planting only after the 
soil h u warmed to tempera­
tures favorable to the 
intended crop. 

Fanners slso need to keep 
atuned to weather forecaata 
prior to planting. A sudden 
change in weather conditkma 
foUowing planting can be 
detrimental to the crop, 
particularly a cod, wet apeU 
that can lower aoil tempera­
tures drastically. 

WhaabttSaie? 
Just when is it safe to plant 

what crop? 
Average minimum tem­

peraturea (at the four-inch 
depth) for planting are u 
follows: com, 50 degrees; 
sorghum, 55 degrees; cotton, 
65 degrees; and soybeans, 70 
degreea. "Minimum" rather 
than "average" temperatures 
should be used for rice and 
peanuts, with rice being 60 
degrees and peanuta, 70 
degreea. 

Hardy vegetables such 
u onions, cabbage and 
potatoea can be planted once 
soil tempersturcs range be­
tween 4i5 and 60 degrees 
while warm-aeaaon vege­
tables such u tomatoes, 
melona, beana and peppera 
need soil that h u warmed 
into the 60a. 

With eariy aeaaon planting, 
particularly when aofl tem­
peratures are still marginal, 
farmers need to pay particu­
lar attention to uaing high 
quality seed, fungiddea and 
other aeed protectanta, and

The adviaoriea 
are fed into the NOAA 
(Natkmal Oeeaaie and Atmoa-
pheric Adminiatration) 
weather wire by tetstype to 
be received by the NWS 
radk) network-«aa well u 
raido aad televiakm atatlona. 

Keeping tabs oa the 
weather and aoil oonditiona 
can help farmers get off to a 
good atart with apriiw 
planting. With the high coat 
of farm inputa, it'a faifonnar 
tion that ahottld be put'to 
good uae. CoM aoOa do w* 
make for good growing 
oonditkina and planting in 
such soQ can cauae a poor 
ataad. get a crop off to a poor 
start, and increau plant 
disease problema.
