"The old world bluestem 
release is actually a mixture 
of 80 similar grasses collected 
several years ago in the Near 
East." Fair said. "After 140 
field evaluations in more than 
100 counties, the mixture has 
been released to seed 
growers by SCS in coopera­
tion with the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station." 

bluestem release appears to 
be adapted south of a line 
from Cochran County to 
Bowie County where rainfall 
averages 14 inches to 40 
inches annually. 

Old worl̂  bhiestem is 
palatable, a high forage 
producer, and very persistent 
under heavy grazing pres­
sure. 

'Rainbow' wild plum is a 
composite of four collections 
that were select^. and 
composited at the SCS plant 
materials center at Knox 
City. 

Fair said the k>ng maturing 
dates allow fruit to be 
available for wildlife for 
about five months. 

Yellow Puff littleleaf lead-

•eleeted and 
released for uae in range, 
wildlife, and ornamental 
plantings. It ia a eompoaite ef 
five native- coUecUons from 
Junction, '- 'Sonera, ". arid 
Leakey.

Adopt Plan Most

Colorado County Commis­
sioners' Court expects to 
decide at the Feb. 22nd 
meeting on the route to 
follow in the Imported Fire 
Ant Control program to 
be sponsored on a cooper­
ative program between the 
landowner, the county, the 
Texas Department of Agri­
culture and the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. 

The court, in session 
Monday, discussed three 
proposed routes to follow 
under the program and 
indicated that the one using 
Amdro in a ground application 
or distribution program prob­
ably would be most accep­
table and most effective in 
this county. 

County -Judge Lester J. 
Cranek and some of the 
commissioners are expected 
to attend Fire Ant Con­
trol meeting (the public is 
invited) to be held in the Fort 
Bend County Courthouse in 
Richmond at 10 a.m. this 
Friday and receive more 
information on proposed 
eradication and control pro­
grams in Texas. 
GrMiad Distrfbwtioo RoBtc 
Under the route which 

appears to be most favored 
by the County Commissioners' 
Court, the county or its fire 
ant control committee would 
collect $1.00 per pound (in 
advance) from the landown­
ers desiring to participate. 
The county would receive the 
Amdro and distribute it. The 

noted Monday that the 
landowners will probably 
have to pay for the Amdro in 
advance since the county 
does not have the funds to 
carry out such a program irr^ 
its 1982 budget. 

Other requirements for the 
program call for the county to 
keep all records and to 
provide these forms to the 
State on a monthly basis. 

,,Orders for the Amdro must 
be placed with the USDA 
office in Brenham prior to 
March 1, 1982. RequesU 
received after that daU will 
be prorated depending on the 
amount of state and federal 
(nnds available. 

The Amdro bait will be 
packaged in one and twenty-
five pound ban. 

Aerial Applkation Plan 
An alternative plan is for 

aerial application of the 
Amdro at a cost of $1.00 per 
acre to the landowners. This 
is based also on the 
assumption that 50% federal 
funding will be available, if 
not, the cost goes up. 

The drawback in this plan 
however is that all acres 
must be blocked into areas 
not smaller than 10,000 acres. 
Judge Cranek yoted that 
since the Amdro cannot be 
applied on cropUnds, it would 
be very difficult to get 
10,000 acres blocked in this 
county. 

The third alternative con 
sidered by the court calls for 
the distribution of MC-96, a 
liquid, apphed directly to the 
mound area. Cost of the 
MC-96 would be $2.50 per 

quart, also based on the 
assumption that federal funds 
are available to pay for 50% 
of the program cost. The 
MC-96 would be made 

"avSttabtein-OBe-̂ uftrt cans. 
Further information witt be 

sought by the court on the 
effectiveness of the MC-96 
product, a relatively new 
control for fire ants. 

Effective Oniv 6 Months 

Precinct 4 Commissioner 
Bill Stiles stated during the 
discussion Monday that the 
effectiveness of Amdro is 
limited to six months and the 
applications would have to be 
repeated in order to add 
further control of the import­
ed fire ant. 

Judge Cranek pointed out 
that the fire ants had 
appeared to die out̂ -in some 
areas of the county where 
they were most abundant, 
but said that another gener­
ation of ants has increased 
greatly the incidence of the 
ants, especially in the south 
and eastern parts of the 
county. 

Interested landowners are 
invited to comment on the 
three alternatives to their 
respective county cortim 
sioner or to the County judge 
or attend the meeting 
planned for Monday, Feb. 
22nd. 

Since the March 1st 
deadline would be only 
week away, prompt action by 
the landowners in signing up 
would be essential in which 
ever alternative is adopted, 
added Judge Cranek.

The judge added 
further that this countyk 
volunteer ambulance service 
has been the "success story" 
over the entire state and that 
he has testified at state and 
national meetings on the 
outstanding volunteer service 
offered at great savings to 
the county as compared to 
hiring of private businesses 
to carry out the emergency 
and non-emergency services. 

"I know that 'he can work 
this out, but we need to have 

' some direction" and he said 
that- he is surveying other 
counties in the area to 
determine how they are 
handling the non-emergency 
transfers. 

Precinct 4 Commissioner 
BSt Stiles, a veteran volun­
teer in the Eagle Lake corps, 
suggested that two groups 
might be organized, one to 
handle emergencies and an­
other strictly for non-emer­
gency transfers. Cowart and 
Braden indicated that they 
doubted that their unit would 
gain any more than two 
volunteers, if any. Stiles also 
suggested increasing the 
money returned to the 
volunteers, but it was 
generally agreed by Stiles 
and all others present that 
money was not really the 
problem. 

Day said in his letter that 
he is receiving a $40 base rate 

and indicated that work will 
commence as soon as weather 
permits. 

plus $1.25 per mile for caBs 
he makes. 

Braden and Cowart pointed 
out that Henneke is handling 
350 transfers annually a4d 
Day another 150 and the 
addition of 500 calls to thoae 
already answered (261 emer­
gencies) by Columbus per­
sonnel would probably mean 
the end of the service in the 
Columbus area. They added 
that their unit is called on 
many times to stand by 
during the absence of the 
Eagle Lake and Weimar 
ambulances while on non- •' 
emergency transfers out of 
the county. 

New Service PropMed 
Braden proposed to estab­

lish a service to furnish the 
non-emergency transfers. He 
estimated costŝ  of a van at 
around $13,000 to $14,000 and 
an additional $2000 or so for 
equipment deemed necessary 
by .physicians of the area. 

His service, he said, would 
be avail^^ seven days a 
week around the clock, and 
manned with trained persol?" 
net. 

He said that he would 
provide the service only with 
the countyk guarantee of the 
fees and that the county 
would continue to be respon­
sible for billing and collection, 
Braden stressed that if the 
county enters into a guaran­
tee agreement with anyone it 
should' have some assurance 
that the units to be used 
were properly equipped and 
operated by qualified person­
nel. 

Judge Cranek called the 
session a "fruitful one" but 
noted that this is a pressing 
problem "that will not go 
awaylf we ignore it.'' 

Plans are to make some 
determination on the action 
the county will fpllow at the 
Feb. 22nd meeting.
