Atterfdance at the seminar 
was much less than usual 
since many farmers were 
taking advantage of the good 
weather by being in the fields 
preparing ground for forth­
coming planting of the 1982 
rice crop, less than a month-
away. 

Outlook For t9i'$10 Rice 
One of the highlights of the 

seminar each year is the Rice 
Outlook program presented 
by Dr. Art Gerlow, Texas 
A&M E\tension Service farm 
economist. This year he tied 
in with his outlook a 
discilssion of inflation and 
how it is expected to affect 
the rice farmers in 1982. 

He used slide film to point 
out that inflation increased 
costs of production in 198J by 
some eight to ten percent 
pointing out that rice farmers 
had to recover $625 per acre 
to meet costs of production. 

He noted that "input costs 
are going up. but rice prices 
•are not.'' 

He urged the need for rice 
farmers to evaluate most
