Winter is the time to 
plant fruit and nut trees, 
especially those purchased 
bareroot, preferably before 
March 1. Plant early as 
possible. South Texas soils 
are warm enough in winter 
to allow root growth to 
begin, and early planting 
lets the roots get a head-
start before the leaves start 
to grow. 

Every county has a fruit 
and nut variety list to let 
you know the varieties that 
yoXi should plants Follow 
the re^ommiendalions on 
that list. Don't be swayed 

-by pretty pictures in 
catalogs or on tree wrap­
pings. A mistake in variety 
selection can grow '̂to haunt 
you for years. 

Roots are fragile. They 
should never be allowed to 
dry out. As little as 15 

^ minutes of exposure to the 
sun and a dry breeze can 
cause root damage from 

y^-yhkh a tr^i? may -never 
recover. A good nursery 

.r^^ill pack the roots- of 
bareroot trees with moist 

—sawdust or similar material, 
and wrap them securely 
with plastic. Don't carry 
trees home unless you're 
sure the roots are well 
protected. 

Don't keep bareroot trees 
sitting around the house, 
even if they are well» 
packaged. Plant the trees 

• the same day you get them. 
At the least, keep the 
package in a cool, shaded 
spot and'make sure the 

'roots remain moist. If you 

ch big enough for the roots, 
open the bundle and line the 
trees in the trench, much as 
if you are planting them. 
Cover the roots with soil 
and water to be sure the 
soil is well settled, and still 
covering the roots. 

Hold you trees in a 
bucket of water while plan­
ting. This a particularly 
helpful if you have several 
trees. It will insure that 
there will not be any 
problems with r o o t - e x 
posure while planting and 
will also enable th« roots to 
soak up all the waier they 
can possibly hold before you 
place them in the soil. 

Dig a planting hole just 
big enough to fit the roots. 
The planting hole should be 
big enough to allow the 
roots to be spread much as 
they were' growing in the 
nursery. It is not usually a 
good idea to dig a dopp hole 

then apply only small 
amounts. 

Thoroughly water your 
newly planted trees. The 
soil will settle as airpockets 
are filled so be sure to check 
the y)il level and the. plan 
ting' depth after'^watering. 
Adjust them if necessary. 

As much as 80 percent of 
the roots may have been 
lost when the tree was dug 
from the nur^ry, so' it is 
necessary to compensate by 
cutting back the top tOo. 
For most bareroot tr^es, 
remove roughly one-third 
to one-half of the top and all 
side branches. It is always 
painful to cut off bnanches, 
but leaving them on often 
means the difference bet 
ween having a live tree and 
a dead tree. That lost 
growth will be made back 
quickly when your tree 
starts growing.

C o o p e r a t i o n , com 
munication and understan 
ding are basic ingredients 
for family harmony, but all 
three behaviors need to be 

- learned. As a child matures 
• and develops "a mind of his' 

or her own," parents may 
feel threatened. There are 

— wmtr traŝ rc "techniques. 
however, for settling family 
disputes in waysthatTreate 
warm rather than hard 
feelings between the 
generations. 

When children are infan­
ts, communication takes 
place along well defined 
lines. Most parents are 
closely attuned to their 
babies' basic needs — it's-
almost as if they were one 
p e r s o n . G r a d u a l l y , 
however. the child's 
s e p a r a t e p e r s o n a l i t y 
emerges — along with the 
growing ability to move 

, about on his or her own. 
Independence begins to 
assert itself! 

It's often hard for parents 
to adjust their thinking to 
the growing child's need for 
autonomy and independen 
ce. especially when the 
need is expressed in the 
direct and forthright words 
of a young child's speech. 
Parents don't like to be 
"bossed" by their children. 

"Empathy" - the ability 
Xo stfp mil side yourself and 

it's translated into language 
easily understood by the 
child — and this doesn't 
come easy to the lips, of 
moSt-parfijit*. 

Parents are in the 
driver's seat ift teaehing 
c h i l d r e n a c c e p t a b l e 
behavior. They should 
strive for positive action 
and cooperation, and avoid 
such unhelpful statements 
as blaming. "You broke it; 
now clean it up," name 
calling. "Stop being such, a 
pig," threjjts, "If you do 
that one moke time, you're 
grounded," lectures, 'How 

Tnany times do I have to 
remind you".*," or denial, 
"You can't be hungry; we 
just ate." These kinds of 
responses almost "guaran 
tee" resentment and reduce 
cooperation from children. 

Parents may have to 
make a child do some things 
he or she really doesn't 
want to do. Understanding 

the child's feelings and 
point of view can give a 
parent the necessary em-
pathic understanding and 
assist in responding to a 
child in a way that 
promotes cooperation, not 
confrontation. As parents 
become skilled in com­
municating with their 
children, they feel more in 
control of their home and 
family and tend to work 
harder to support each 
family member. 

When children learn 
communication skills and 
empathy from parents, they 
also learn to emulate these 
skills and apply them to 
conflicts they face outside 
the home. Children learn 
self understanding and 
self-confidence from under 
standing, empathic parents. 
Today's children learn best 
from good models rather 
than critics.
