Before laundering, treat

stains and solled spots ac
cording Lo the type of siain
and Lurn Lhe garment inside
out to protect pile from
collecting loose lint.

In addition, clean lint
traps in the washer and
dryer before laundering.
Wash and dry corduroy
items in small loads te
minimize wrinkling. For
dark-colored corduroy
items that may bleed after
several eleanings, wash the
same colors together or
launder similar colors on
the permanent-press cycle

Water temperature in
the wash and rinse cycle
depends primarily on fabric
color and amount of soil
Always follow care instrue
tions indicated on the gar-
ment label.
