The w e t , cool , c loudy 
w e a t h e r in t h i s part of 
T e x a s has caused many 
unusual s y m p t o m s to ap­
p e a r in oa t s , wheat.'arvd 
ryegrass. - - " -• 

Many f ie lds are 
exhibiting yellow and pur­
ple leaf co lorat ion . There 
are s e v e r a l pos s ib i l i t i e s 
that could account for these 
d i s c o l o r a t i o n s , including 
nitrogen and phosphorous 
deficiencies, barley yellow 
d w a r f mosaic and-or a 
physiological condition in­
duced by prolonged periods 
of cool , c loudy , wet 
weather. Nitrogen deficien 
cies are becoming apparent. 

T h e s e are c a u s e d by 
h e a v y graz ing and the 
removal of large amounts of 
high protein forage, coupled 
w i t h w e a t h e r condi t ions 
w h i c h are favorable for 
leaching in light textured 

soils and denitrification in 
heavier soil textures. 

Phosphorous uptake i t 
related to the diffusion rate 
of phosphorous between the 
soil part ic les and plant 
roots. As diffusion rates are 
proportional to soil t e m ­
perature it is reasonable to 
a s s u m e that some of t h e 
purple coloration being ob­
s e r v e d in small gra ins is 
re la ted to reduced 
phosphorous diffusion rates 
due. to cold soil t e m 
peratures. 

Barley ye l l ow dwarf 
mosaic is a disease that is 
character ized by ra ther 
ambigous symptoms. These 
include l ight green tor 
ye l lowish and somet i i f tes 
reddish foliage and stunted 
g r o w t h . P lant s with t h i s 
v irus may be eas i ly con 
fused with p lants under 
various nutrient stress con 
ditions. 

Barley ye l l ow dwarf is 
transmitted by insect vec­
tors such as the oat bir-
d cherry aphid and t h e 
g r e e n b u g . "The s y m p t o m i 
g e n e r a l l y appear around 
field margins and in spots 
or irregular p a t t e r n s 
character i s t i c of f eed ing 
aphids. 

The phys io logica l con­
dition related \o prolonged 
periods of cool , c loudy , 
damp weather is somewhat 
difficult to exp la in . It 
probably is induced by 
n u t r i e n t d e f i e n c y 
a s soc ia t ed with very low 
transpirat ion ra tes and 
nearly anaerobic conditions ^ 
surrounding t h e ' roo t 
s y s t e m . Severa l days of 
sunny weather should cause 
these symptoms to disap­
pear. 

Basically these same con­
ditions and growth factors 
are applicable to ryegrass 
pasture also.
