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Death row: Is justice behind bars 
Ae edit4irial by

Americans across the 
nation have probably wat­
ched the news intently to 
witness death row inmates 
being escorted to their 
deaths or death chamber. 
And if you are like the 
average American, you 
probably relished the idea 
of "an eye for an eye, a 
tooth for a tooth." But 
maybe someday.you will 
come-'to a rude awakening 
while a lethal drug is being 
administered to a convic 
ted criminal whose life is 
slowly drifting away 
minute by minute. 

I, too. was once a spec 
tator who relished the idea 
of capital punishment. 
However, I soon began to 
realize the sugar coated, 
biased opinion the media 
presented, and thus I 
questioned our present 
judicial institution. Why 
must we kill? What do we 
accomplish? Clearly, no 
moral justification for the 
death penalty exists, and 
there are no easy answers 
to this pending situation. 

Presently, there are 
1202 men and 13 women 
waiting on death row in 33 
state and military prisons. 
From this it is possible 
that innocent lives may be 
lost. Statistically, it is 
proven. Why endanger in­
nocent lives with capital 
punishment when criminals 
can instead be housed? 
Economically, we . a a j ^ 
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money in that the number 
of appeals entering the 
courts outweigh the cost of 
housing. 

In addition to the 
faltering judicial system, 
the number of appeals Hied 
on capital cases is k)g)am-
ming the system. Over half 
of the cases reviewed by 
the Supreme Court are 
appeals. Ronald Clark 
•tJandy Man" O'Drian took 
advantage of this appeala 
gap in the system and was 
successful in receiving a 
stay of execution by an 
appeal before his actual 
execution on March 81. 
And aa a reactioa of the 
•assive overioetet of the 
courts, justice is being 
hampered. In an interview 
with Chief Juttiee Warren 
Burger (U.S. News and 
World Report), he itated 
that "..in the 1981 tena 

which ended last July 
(1982). there were 5.311 
cases on the docket and we 
wrote 141 signed opinions 
— more than double the 
number of such opinions in 
my first year. If the in­
crease continues at the 
current rate, within 14 
years we will likely have 
7.000 to 9.000 cases a year 
on the docket. No nine 
people in the world can 
handle that many cases 
and kaiiiiDe Ihear 
properly." 

The abolishment of the 
death penalty would be 
advantageous in several 
areas: it would reduce the 
possibility of innocents 
being killed, eliminate the 
controversial subject of 
state inflicted death, and 
would save on the expense 
of appeals overloading the 
court docket. I will also go 
one step further by 
suggesting that if the 
death penalty remains, the 
number of appeals should 
be limited to three. This 
would then reduce the ap­
peals case docket by 
one half and thus bring 
about higher quality 
judgements.

In closing, unless the 
judiciary can more ef­
ficiently handle capital 
cases, it should be 
abolished altogether. If 
capital punishment is 
abohshed, the courts will 
be less crowded and many 
arguments concerning the 
controversial subject will 
subside. Former Attorney 
General Ramsey Clark 
state it best in his novel, 
"Crime in America": 

and in so doing create m 
the hearts of our people a 
k>ve for mankind that will 
finally stifl violence. A 
humane and generous con­
cern for every individual, 
for his safety, his health 
and his fulflllment. will do 
more to soothe the savage 
heart than the fear of 
state inflicted death, which 
chiefly serves to remind us 
how close we remain in the 
jungle. So long as govern­
ment takes the life of its 
citizens, the mandate 
"Thou Shalt not kill" will 
never have the force of the 
absoltite. Our greatest 
need is reverence for life 
— mere life — life as an 
end in itself."
