name only, even if the 
candidate does not have a 
proven track record or 
holds less qualifications 
than the opposition.

The provisions of House 

Bill 246 mandates curric 
ulum modifications and 
changes in high school 
graduation requirements 
effective with the 1984-85 
school year. Entering 
freshmen at Rice High 
School will be required to 
satisfy 21 semester credits 
for the High School 
Diploma Program or 22 
semester credits for the 
Advanced High School 
Program. 

The new standards for 
high school graduation 
were adopted by the Texas 
Education Agency ia 
March of this year and is 
to be implemented by all 
schools in the state with 
the incoming freshmen 
class of 1984. These 
changes were effected af­
ter the Rice High School
