Other than the 
class time, they have ser­
ved 52 hours on the 
Victoria Ambulance, 24 
hours in the emergency 
room at Citizens Memorial 
Hospital, 8 hours in the 
hospital's Intensive Care 
Unit, 16 hours in Labor 
and Delivery, 8 hours of 
removing mock wreck vic­
tims from wrecked 
vehicles where they were 
taught to operate the 
"Jaws of Life." They have 
also taken 8 hours of 
defensive driving. 

All of this totals 280 
hours of volunteer service, 
which they are doing in 
order to be of service to 
our community and nearby 
communities. Sheridan is 
indeed fortunate to have 
two such dedicated 
residents.
