Chief Coulter striving 
for safety in Eagle Lake 

Farm and garden surplus 
can help feed the needy 
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After three weeks ten-
-ding to duties as police 
^chief of Eagle Lake

:J The 6', 9 inch tall chief 
^has a great deal of respect 
>{br the people and enjoys 
•working in Eagle Lake. He 
.•was raised in a small town 
•and is used to the 
;^lown-home atmosphere. 
:< Coulter believes that 
•crime prevention is the 
key to safety. He plans to 
hold seminars for local 
m e r c h a n t s and 
businessmen, covering 
topics such as building and 
bank security, utilization of 
dead-bolt^ and shoplifting. 
The seminars also will in-

.elude techniques to 
minimize employee harm 
or injury. Coulter said. 

The chief explained a 
simple procedure of 
placing a broom or a brick 

;against the rear entrance 
:of an establishment. While 
.on patrol, an officer can 
:see if the item has been 
.tampered with; if so, he 
would immediately in­
vestigate, Coulter said. 

Coulter also would like 
his men to ascertain 

.proper identification of 
.persons who are "walking 
:around in areas of town 
Ihat they are not suppose 
:to be in, especially near a 
business that is not open 
during that particular 
time." "I will make sure 
that every criminal and 
potential criminal know 
.that he is being watched," 
Coulter said; and every 
'call will be responded to. 
•: Internally, Coulter is 
'cracking down on technical 
procedures such as report 
writing. Shortly, the police 
department' will be going

in every minute detail. For 
instance, "when an officer 
inquires about a possible 
burglary. I want the 
report to be so descriptive 
that I feel right with him 
t>v« entire time, and obser­
vations must be noted." 
Only fully detailed reports 
will hold up in a court of 
law. A criminal can't be 
released because of our 
negligence. Coulter said. 

Coulter recommends 
that officers read other of­
ficer's reports to keep 
track of possible "trails"

"Harvest for the 
Hungry," a program inten­
ded to help feed the needy, 
was announced in the 
May/June 1984 issue of 
"Texas Garden" magazine, 
according to Chris S. 
Corby, editor and 
publisher. 

This new program is 
designed to get surplus 
fruit and vegetables to 
those who truly need 
them, people just like you 
and me but with one big 
difference, they suffer 
from hunger and 
malnutrition, Corby said. 

"As a rule, food banks 
are able to obtain day-old 
bread and expired canned 
goods from stores for 
distribution to the needy. 
The fact that these items 
are out-of-date has little 
effect on taste or 
nutritional value," he said. 

However, the same can­
not be said for fi^sh fruits 
and vegetables. Once 
green beans, tomatoes, 

corn, etc., are removed 
from the grocer's produce 
shelf, they »re fit only for 
the garbage can, and are 
not very palatable or 
nutritional. And yet, fresh 
produce it an essential 
part of a balanced diet. 
"That's where 'Harvest for 
the Hungry' comes in," 
Corby said. We are urging 
gardeners throughout 
Texas to take whatever 
fresh fruit and vegetables 
they can spare to a food 
bank in their area. 

Gardeners who would 
like to share their surplus 
harvest with those less 
fortunate should take their 
produce to the food bank 
or food distribution center 
nearest them. If you are 
unable to locate a food 
bank or would like to have 
a free listing of food banks 
throughout Texas, send a 
self-addressed, stamped 
envelope to Harvest for 
the Hungry, P.O. Box 
9005. Waco, TX 76714.
