UTMB accepts county medical contract 
The University of Texas Medical councy the administering charge 

Branch at Galveston has accepted a coven the cost of the hospital suff 
contract with Colorado County to 
provide secondary medical coverage 
for the county's iixJigem patients 

Tliat was one of many items on 
ihe agenda Monday for the twice-
monthly meeting of Colorado 
( ounty Commissioners. 

The commissioners received a 
letter from the Medical Branch ack­
nowledging the contract. County 
judge Lester Cranek said the county 
will reimburse UTMB's John Sealy 
Hospiul for 50 percent of the cost of 
care for county patients admitted 
there. He did question the reality of 
that 50-percent c u t noting that a 
room charge of $175 when reduced 
by half still is not much of a 
savings. 

In order to be admitted to John 
Sealy, judge Cianck said the patient 
must be referred from a local hospital 
when that hospital is not able to 
provide the higher level of treatment. 
He said the county has a "letter of 
agreement" with all three local hos 
pitals that they will provide primary 
care. Because the hospitals are finan­
cially strapped, he said they would 
not accept a reimbursement rate of 
only 80 percent of the bill, as sug­
gested by commissioners last year 

Recently, an indigent patient was 
accepted into Columbus Community 
Hospital for an emergency 
appendectomy. The county 
questioned the part of the bill for 
$1,800 for drugs. Cranek said the 
hospital charged $600 for drugs, and 
SI,200 for administering the drugs. 
Cranek said the hospital told the 

on duty to \ook after the patient. 
On another front ccwKeming 

indigent health care. Cranek said 
only one doctor, Jose Ugarte of 
Eagle Lake, has signed up to be 
recognized by the county to be reim­
bursed for indigent health care work. 
A Columbus doctor. Kirk Anderson, 
has given the county a verbal agree­
ment Cranek said. When reimburs­
ed, the county only pays the amount 
of the bill approved by the state 

While other doctors still see 
patients as needed, they are not 
seeking government compensauon. 

There arc very strict guidelines on 
how a person qualifies for indigent 
health care.
