Farmers, starting on January 1 of
this year, were required to stan with-
holding federal income tax from
wapes of
Employers must keep on file a
completed W-4 form for each em-
ployee. This W -4 form determines the
comect amount © withhold from each
pij'd'n:k. based on how many ex-
emptions an employee may claim,
including dependents and disabilities.

Farmers also will have o provide
W-2 forms 1o workers each January,
starting this year. These forms will
provide details on how much the
worker eamed and the amount that
was paid w0 Social Security and fed-
eral income tax accounts.

Regarding seasonal migrant
workers who don't live in the area
where the farmer resides, the employ-
ers will have 10 be able 1o show they
have made a good-faitheffort to locate
the workers so that the W-2 forms
could be sent to them.

This means that the employers
should obtain and put the permanent
addresses of their workers on file for
reference,

Workers who do not eam the
minimum taxable wage base of
$4,400 will be eligible to recover all
federal taxes that have bean deducted.
Farmers may want to offer assistance
0 their workers in obtaining such re-
funds when warranted.

Farmers should use the RS Circu-
lar E 10 determine correct withholding
rates. They can call IRS toli-free at
800-424-FORM 1o obtain this circular
and other forms or go by the Colorado
County Extension Service office as it
has a supply of IRS Circular E, W4
forms and Farmers Tax Guides.

In additon, farmers are reminded
that the Social Security tax rate for
1990 also increased from 7.51 percent
o 7.65 percent for employers and
employees and to 15.3 percent for
those who are self-employed.
