KNEE PAIN

Knee pain may be associated with an acute injury. This may be secon­

dary to a tear of ligaments which attach the thigh bione to the slim bone. 
These ligaments, that stabilize the knee, may be around or within the knee. 

Old injuries sometimes cause pain and instability about the knee. Of 
particular interest is the tendency for the knee to buckle or give away after 
old ligament or cartilage tears. Painful clicks within the knees or a sensa­
tion of the knee locking into a position are signs of old injuries. Recurrent 
accumulations of "water on die knee" may also be caused by old injuries. 

Arthritis causes significant pain within the knee. Arthritis also causes 
swelling episodes and can certainly hamper one's ability to perform the 
activities of daily living. The arthritis may be associated with a prior injury 
to die knee or it may be simply the "wear and tear" type of anhritis. Arthritis 
may also be secondary or associated with metabolic diseases. 

The modem day orthopedic surgeon has an armamentarium of new 
medications, physician dierapy modalities, and, if necessary, surgical pro­
cedures to alleviate this pain. 

If an acute injury causes immediate swelling or instability of the knee 
or if die pain does not resolve completely in ten days' time, one should seek 
the advice of a physician. Old injuries that give the symptoms of buckling, 
painful clicking, locking, ox swelling should be evaluated by a physician. 
Arthritis pain diat restricts a person's activities deserves evaluation. 

In the past surgical procedures performed about the knee were often as­
sociated with decreased ability to regain range of motion and strength in the 
knee. With the advent of arthroscopic (microscopic) knee surgery, the ma­
jority of problems within the knee can be corrected by working with an in­
strument die size of a pencil inside the knee; and die return to full activities 
after these procedures is remarkably fast in comparison widi die open sur­
gical procedures of years gone by. Athletes frequentiy are able to resume 
their sports prior to seasons end, radier dian lose a year of participation.
