temple. The track driver said he drove 
to the sution on the other side of the 
interstate and called the police. 

Investigating the tepott was Cap­
tain James Brooks Jr. assisted by 
Sheriff Bill Esterling, Deputy WUson 
and Columbus police chief Robert 
Connor Jr. 

Caiptun Brooks recovered several 
items as evidence to possibly lift fin­
gerprints from. Also, the cash register, 
a k)aner from Butler Office su|^ly, 
and an automatic credit card machine 
were missing. There was a pack of 
Vantage cigarettes found near the 
body and Prause advised authorities 
Rudel smoked Kool cigarettes. 

According to Brooks' report, it is 
believed the shooting occurred around 
11 p.m. and at this time there are no 
witnesses. 

Rudel, a cleric at Popeyes, was 
pronounced dead at 1:20 a.m. at the 
scene by J.P. 6 Francis Truchard. His 
body was taken to the Harris County 
Medical Examiners for an autopsy. 

The Sheriffs Department also 
handled many burglaries recently.

While enroute to the location, 
Glaeser noticed two youths riding 
bikes and asked them where they were 
going. The youth said they,were riding 
to Bryan. The youth were taken into 
custody and questioned by the county 
juvenile officer Bobby Johnson. 

SgL Glaeser found the track and 
requested the property owner be noti­
fied. A trailer house k)cated on the 
property was burglarized. The 
subject(s) then attempted to drive the 
track from the prt^ity by driving 
through the fence next to the gate. 
When the truck hit the fence it got 
stuck in the mud.

Entry was gained to a storage 
building and main dining/living area 
by compromising the door locks with 
a knife or screwdriver.

Carter 
reported all doors were closed and 
locked when he discovered the bur­
glary.
