A tree owned by a New Ulm resi­
dent has claimed the title as the largest 
of its kind in Texas. 

A flowering dogwood (Comus 
florida) owned by M.P. "Hib" Hilbun 
has been ceitified by the Texas Forest 
Service as being the largest known 
tree of its species in the state. 

Hilbun's flowering dogwood tree 
thus joins over 200 other state cham­
pion trees on the Texas Big Tree 
Registry. Over 80 of the odier listed 
state champions are national champi­
ons, too, but Hilbun's tree wasn't 
large enough to ca4>ture the national 
tide, too. Texas is second only to Flor­
ida in the number of national cham­
pion trees it contains. 

More than a tree's height is consid­
ered in determining its championship 
status, according to the Texas Forest 
Service, the agency which coordi­
nates the champion tree program in 
the state. Measurements of total 
height, stem circumference and aver­
age crown diameter are used to com­
pile an index value. A tree's index 
value is the sum of its trunk circumfer­
ence in inches, its height in feet, and 
one-fourth of its average crown di­
ameter in feet.
