CPL rate increase approved 

Grant 

The Public Utility Commission 
recently authorized Central Power 
and Light Company to collect a $105 
million stipulated increase, subject to 
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operating organization when it sold its 
two hospitals in Wharton County — 
Gulf Coast Medical Center and Caney 
Valley — in 1983. The money from 
the sale was invested and 5% of its net 
worth is given away each year to non­
profit organizations or groups related 
to the medical field in a six-county 
area comprised of Colorado, Whar­
ton, Jackson, Matagorda, Fort Bend 
and part of Brazoria counties. Miori 
said the Foundation has given to the 
nursing program at Wharton County 
Junior College, the Emergency Medi­
cal Service, Riceland Mental Health 
Center, Colorado Valley Transit pro­
gram and many more. 

The endowment fund for Rice 
CISD will be set up as the Student 
Medical Fund. The school will be 
responsible for the custody, invest­

ment and accounting for the endow­
ment and that only the income from 
the endowment is to be used primarily 
for emergency medical and related 
needs, as approved by the school 
nurse, principal and superintendent, 
including certification that no other 
funds (family, insurance, government 
programs, etc.) were available. The 
money will be used as interest accrues, 
which won't be until the 1990-91 
school year. 

Miori encourages other groups or 
individuals to donate to this endow­
ment which helps those who aren't 
eligible for Medicaid and aren't able 
to afford their own insurance.
