If the Legislature fails to pass a 
bill, or does and Clements vetoes it, 
the Texas Supreme Court will have 
the option of closing the public 
schools some three weeks away from 
the end of the semester. 

If that happens, the resulting po­
litical mudstorm will make the 
Richards-Mattox-White scrap look 
like a thank-you notes party. 

But conference committee ntem-
bers can be controlled more easily 
than a full fighting fk)or of lawmakers. 
They can also be pulled and replaced 
at the leadership's will. Plus, they're 
the scapegoats should die session fail 
in its task. 
Mark White's Rampage 

In what is certainly his Rubicon, 
former Gov. Mark White blasted 
embattled Ann Richards, and said that 
if she is die Democrat nominee, he 
may vote Republican in November. 

His sutement could be a Texas 
history first, and. if she wins, it could 
be his last credible act within the 
Texas Democratic Party. A remark­
able rampage. 

Meanwiiile. in the final week of 
campaigning, Jim Mattox preached at 
Baptist churches and appeared solo in 
a TV debate where he pumped ques­
tions about her past drug abuse. 

Richards waged tours through the 
rural areas, and dodged the drug issue 
when asked about eyewimess reports. 
GOP Abortion Shift 

Meanwhile GOP gubernatorial 
nominee Clayton Williams and run­

ning mate Rob Mosbacher proposed a 
streamlined anti-abortion legislative 
plan, narrower in die types of abor­
tions it would outlaw. 

Democrats prompdy jeered that 
Republicans were retreating, a move 
intended to cause a rift between the 
GOP and pro-life groups. 

But Republican leaders insisted 
diev weren't getting yellow, just 
sma^er. The plan requires parental 
consent for minors and outlaws abor­
tions of viable fetuses and gender se­
lection abortions. 

Mosbacher said diey want a "real 
world" abortion stand which would 
gain ground by limiting abortion 
rights. The war to eliminate abortions 
has been eidier lost or put on the back 
bumer. 

Spokesmen said the candidates 
were not moderating their anti-abor­
tion stances, but in the face of tiie 
Idaho test case abortion bill and the 
heat Williams is taking for an indis­
creet rape reference, there's little 
doubt the pair is caught between angry 
factions: pro-life and pro-choice. 

They need to appeal to the moder­
ate woman voter without losing their 
pro-life support and at die same time 
disarm fears raised by pro-choice ac­
tivists. 
Treasurer Runoff 

In the Democratic runoff for 
Treasurer, a classic rural vs. urban 
battie is waged between San Saba 
County Judge Tom Bowden and Har­
ris County Treasurer Nikki Van 

Hightower. 
Bowden claims Van Hightower's 

endorsement by single-issue left-
wing groups, singling out her mem­
bership in die Houston Gay and Les­
bian Political Caucus, will give her die 
kiss of deadi if she is die nominee 
against OOP's former state REP. Kay 
Bailey Hutchinson. 

Van Hightower, who last year 
married Joe Gorton, her campaign 
manager, denied diat she is a lesbian 
and explained her membership in that 
and other groups as a "good-will ges­
ture". 

She called Bowden "padietic, ig­
norant and a right-wing extremist." 
She said she holds a Ph.D. from New 
Yoric University while Bowden has no 
college degree.

Ear Drops for Some l>pes of Earaches 
Earache is one of the most painful conditions expenencei by maH 

children. The most common cause for earaches is infection. And middle 
ear infections (otitis media) are very comnKMi in children. The treatmeat 
of this infection usually requires the care of a physician and the use of pre­
scription antibotic medicines given by nnouth and/a injection. 

Infections in the external pan of die ear (otitis externa) are aomedmes 
referred to as "swimmer's ear." The ear canal may itch and become 
inflammed. In many cases a yellow fluid drains from die external canal 
at night and is visible on one's pillow the next morning. 

Ear drops may be effective in relieving die itching and pain associated 
widi external ear infections. Aluminum acetate solution, for example, may 
help decrease swelling widiin die ear and eliminate crusdng of die ear 
canal. 

Some audiorities recommend diese ear drop precautions: wash bodi 
hands before using ear drops. Hold die top of die ear up and back so as to 
help straighten die ear canal. Do not insen the medicine dropper into die 
ear or touch die dropper to die skin or odier surfaces. If die drops cause 
burning or itching for more dian a few minutes after use, contact your 
physician.
