around Easter. Down on the Coastal Plains
that didn’t mean the lemperature gol very
low but the morings were chilly and the
airseemed crisper and dryer than usual and
wak mos! Limes clear and rather windy.

Mother always had pests oul in the
yard for us. That was either before thai
green paper grass or else Mother
thought it either (oo artificial looking or
oo expensive W use. Our nests were al-
ways made with fresh pulled grass. Our
eggs were dyed in bright colon with all
kinds of ransparencies on them.

We would spend Easter afiernoon
hiding and [inding them‘over and aver
again untl the eggs were all cracked and

The church bell would begin its wiling
around nine o'clock in the moming and
shortly thereafier cars could be seen mak-
ing their ways over all the country roads
oward Lissic and that while charch that
siood prominently in the center of the
Lown,

The redheaded Mr. and Mrs. Allred
Segelquist with their carload of redheaded
kids could be seen coming from Notlawa.
Ben and Ruth Anderson and Lheir two blue
eyed boys would be driving in on the
Chesterville road just behind or in froatof
Mr. and Mrs. Art Anderson and Joe who
planned to be a preacher when he grew up,

The Wieses would be loaded in their
car. Mrs. Wiese's pink jolly face alongside
Mr. Ed"s dark handsome one.

The massive [rame of that grand old
Dane, Mr. Peter D. Gertson minimized his
green coupe as well as thal tiny grey haired
figure beside him.

Coming from the county line, Aunt
Minnie, Uncle Everett and Lillisn joined
the caravan along with the Adking with
Jim Bill and his friendly freckled face and
Edgar with his horned rimmed glasses.

Mr. Briggs, Leroy and Barbara turned
oulon the road from their house just a fow
hundred yands from that road which gave
access 1o Aunt Emma’s.

These were only a few of those [ami-
lies headed for church on an Easter Sunday
moming in Lissie, Texas in the 1920's.

Maost of the town people would walk
and each road would offer up a clulch of
them by the time it mrived af the church,

People would pause outside o hail one
another. Kids would scamper around like
young colis paying litille heed (o the ad-
monishments of their parenis aboul
“messin' up their clothes”. New slick soles
on new glick grass oftentimes stid out of
control and landed their owners on the
ground, A grass stain on a new dress o
new while pants was a catastrophe.

All the girls had on organdy dresses of
some style and color, mostly pasiel. Hair
slyles were short straight bobs all freshly
gulL

The boys had new while ducking pants
and while shirts.

Back in those days all new shoes
squeaked. As people filed into the church
everyone ‘s shoes made quite achorus. The
organdy dresses were starched stiff and
crisp and they all made rustling noises as
their wearers walked in and whispering
sounds as they slid into their seals.

Some of the folks had grown up chil-
dren who had moved o Houston. These
children always came home for Easter and
they in their city clothes would command
everyone's aiiention, How well | emem-
ber loving to see the Cassudy girl and her
handsome hushand. She wore the highest
heels, silk or pongee dresscs, and the fan-
cicst hats | had ever seen. He was hand-
some in his while suil and brown and white
shoes.

The ladies would be wearing Mowered
voiles and new hais. Their chapped hands

showed traces of the they had
been involved in for some now,

Some their own straw fans.
Others had picked upthe fans that had been
distribuied along the pews. The one with &

jcture of Jesus carrying a lamb on the
ront - the name of the local leed store on
the back.

Although a honeysuckle laden brecze
was blowing in the open windows, the
packed church plus heavy corsels had
generaled 8 heal and the ladies were
briskly but quietly dispelling iL N

Some of the men wore summer suils
bl most of them having only one suit had
simply changed their felt hats for straws.
The more dapper anes had hauled out their
straw katies.

The choir was made up mostly of
young people and on Easter Sunday, the
young ladies, self conscious in their new
spring dresses, would Lry to appear non-
chalant.

The preacher sat in the big chiir be-
hind the pulpit. His shiny black suit was
creased razor sharp and his high top shoes
were polished 1o a luster, His stiflf starched
shirt buckled across his thick chest and his
tie fell below the stif T collar with its bright
gold stud. The sun coming in from the east
window made his white hair shine. His
smooth shaven cheels were ruddy and
robust. A smile crepl scross the mouth
beneath his handsome moustache and his
blue eyes crinkled,

There were bouquels of cut Easier
lilies on the rail just in front of the pulpit,
and a big mass of roses, Indian blankeis,
blue bonnels and bullercups were in a vase
on the piano.

The partition st the back of the church
had been raised and soon there were no
emply spaces leflin the whole church.

The squeaking of the shoes, the rusil-
ing of the crgandics and the murmur of the
conversations ceased as the tall slendery
built lady look her place al the piano.

Her long fingers came down on the
keys. The choir and the congregation rose
and offered their voices in joyous song.

After the last note of the last chorus
was sounded, the voice of Mrs. Gertson
called out in prayer to "Our Father Who
Art in Heaven". Her shorl, small boned
figure belied her ability 1o have hoed her
garden and churned large wooden chums
of butter all throegh the previous week.

Now, with head bowed and gnarled
hands grasping he back of the pew, she
gave thanks for the past week and asked
blessings on everyone for the coming
daye In 2 cracked emolional voice she
begged that all those not present in the
church, most particularly her sons, would
scc the light and again lake their places
wilh the faithful.

Alter the prayer, Mr. A Anderson
and Mr. Dave Thomas passed the collec-
tion plates and the sound of metal clinking
was far more (requent than the rustle of
paper moncy.

As Lhe plates were brought lo the pul-
pit, Clara Thomas rose 1o her full five feet.
Her sweet Limid face glanced to the con-
gregation. Her ample bosom rose and fell
in pervousness as she wiped her mouth
with & handieerchief.

Her preity davghter Alice ook a place
al ber side and soon Alice’s sweel soprano
lifted above the low beauty of Clara's
harmonizing allo.

Al the conclusion of the special song,
the preacher slood before the pulpit and
with rough work-worn hands opened the
bible and began to quote &s much as read-
“And they found the stone rolled away..."

%0 it was on an Easter Sunday in the
1920°s when the congrogation st Lissie,
Texas joined the restof the Christian world
in proclaiming Lhe resurrection.
