Schools could shut down if May 1 deadline not met 
The Texas House of .Representa­

tives broke the impasse on school fi­
nance equalization by passing a $4S0 
million new spending plan for next 

. year, then started on a tax bill to bank­
roll it. 

While Texas Democrats and femi­
nists nationwide are forging a unified 
effort behind gubernatorial nominee 
Ann Richards, the Legislature's ac­
tion promises to make new taxes a 
premium campaign issue for the sum­
mer and next fall. 

Gov. Bill Clements vowed to veto 
new taxes, but many lawmakers, par­
ticularly the Senate Democratic lead­
ership, are determined to force him to 
sign one for a number of reasons. 

•A good many Democrats—more 
than a majority — feel that anodier 
sales tax increase is necessary to re­
place the lost tax ba§e from the oil 
price slump. 

•At least a third of the Democrats 
are ready to vote in a state income tax 
today. They have their reasons. 

•Their nominee for governor 
(Richards) promises not to raise taxes, 
even while they are manipulating a 
sales tax through the Legislature and 
LL Gov. Bill Hobby boosts a state 
income tax. Democrats need to force 
Clements to sign a tax bill to keep the

John Henry Faulk 

Humorist, author and civil liber­
tarian John Henry Faulk died last 
week after a long batde with cancer, 
and millions of Americans recalled his 
famous fight against a reactionary

In 1957, Faulk, on his one-hour 
CBS radio show, publicly challenged 
AWARE, Inc., a group which me­
thodically blacklisted entertainers for 
alleged communist and subversive 
views. 

AWARE counterattacked with 

accusations about Faulk: he sued for 
libel and conspiracy to destroy his 
career, and won a six-year legal battle. 
Biotechnology Leader 

Texas is on the verge of becoming 
a national leader in biotechnology, 
which includes the manufacture of 
life-saving drugs and vaccines, pollu­
tion-fighting chemicals and increased 
crop production, according to Comp­
troller Bullock.

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Nothing short of exciting, infor­
mative and educational could describe 
a sight seeing tour of our nation's 
Capitol, Wa.shington, in the Districtof 
Columbia. 

During the week of Spring Break a 
group of 24 students from the Rice 
Consolidated School District, four 
adult sponsors and under the leader­
ship of Tour Director, Ray Sykowski, 
toured the Districtof Columbia. They 
departed on March 18 from the Hous­
ton Intercontinental Airport on a di­
rect flight to Washington National 
Airport. 

In Washington, this Texas group 
was joined by a group of 18 from 
Benton, Arkansas. The two groups 
spent a great deal of time touring to­
gether for three of the four days of the 
trip. 

One of the first experiences of the 
group was a ride on the Metro-rail 
subway system which took the group 
from the Airport to the Smithsonian 
complex. Over the four days in the 
Disvict, the students visited the Na­
tional Mu.seum of American History, 
the National Museum of Natural His­
tory, the Air and Space Museum, the 
Arts and Industries Building, and the 
National Gallery of Art. In all there are 
seven buildings in the Smithsonian 
complex. There are literally millions 
of items the Smithsonian had to dis­
play. Only about 3% of the 70 million 
belongings can be seen in the muse­
ums. This is why the items in the 
museums are changed regularly. 

One of the main highlights of the 
trip took place on Monday March 19, 
1990. The students visited Arlington 
National Cemetery where Presidents 
John F. Kennedy and William How­
ard Taft are buried. Over 200,000 
veterans and their dependents are 
buried on the 612 acres of land. Also, 
in the cemetery at Arlington are buried 
four unknown servicemen who epito­
mize the ultimate sacrifice that thou­
sands have made for our country. The 
Tombof the Unknowns, as it is called, 
is definitely a site of reflection and 
gratitude. Four of the students from 
the Rice C.I.S.D., Chris Burrow, 
Kelly Chamberiain, Shari Grahmann 
and Mashay Smith, were selected 
beforehand for the honor of laying a 
special wreath at the Tomb of the 
Unknowns. They were assisted by the 
special Honor Guard, which is always 
present at the Tomb of the Unknowns 
The tomb is guarded 24 hours a day. 
regardless of climatic conditions by 
soldiers of the Army's U.S. 3rd. Infan 
try, "The Old Guard". 

Also buried in the Ariington 
Cemetery are Robert F. Kennedy, 
Astronauts "Dick" Scobee. Michael J. 
Smith (Challenger). Frank Reynolds, 
Joe Louis, and Texan Audie Murphy 

- along with hundreds of other famous 
Americans. 

Other favorite attractions enjoyed 
by the group included a guided tour of 
the Federal Bureau of Investigation. 

Here the students were shown the step 
by step process used to catch the most 
wanted criminals in this country. This 
country's national police force works 
closely with all state and local law 
enforcement agencies to enforce the 
lawsof ourcounu-y. 

During the evening and night tour 
of their second day in the Capital, the 
group visited the Einstein statue, the 
Vietnam Memorial, better known by 
veterans as the "Wall", it was erected 
in 1982 an dedicated to the 60,000 
servicemen who died or are missing in 
the Vietnam War. The students also 
visited the Jefferson Memorial, the 
Lincoln Memorial, the Iwo Jima 
Memorial and the John F. Kennedy 
Center for the Performing Arts. 

The group experienced a taste of 
winter on the third day of the U"ip. It 
snowed. On the way to the U.S. Capi­
tol Building to meet with United 
States Congressman Greg Laughlin of 
District 14 in Texas, the students got a 
taste of winter weather on the eve of 
springtime. Snow fell most of the 
morning making it impossible to take 
a picture on the steps of the Capitol. 

The groups visit with Congress­
man Greg Laughlin will be one of the 
most memorable experiences of this 
trip. He met with our group, took us to 
Statuary Hall (this is the old House 
chamber) for a group picture and then 
to the floor of the House of Represen­
tatives. The House was not in session 
that morning so the Congressman 
gave us a first class V.I.P. tour of the 
floor of the Hou.se of Representatives. 
This is the same room laws of our 
nation are made regularly and the 
same room where the President of the 
United States yearly addresses Con­
gress in his State of the Union Mes­
sage. The group sat in the seats used by 
the Congressmen of the United States 
as Representative Laughlin pointed 
out the many interesting and informa­
tive features of the House chamber, 
such as where the leaders of the major 
political parties sit within the House. 
He also identified the procedures fol­
lowed by the House members when 
they vote on major bills. The group 
also was given a guided tour of the 
other parts of die U.S. Capitol Build­
ing including the Rotunda where 8 
immense oil paintings show the story 

of America. The old Supreme Court 
chamber, which was once in the Capi­
tol Building was also witnessed by the 
students. 

There are many important federal 
buildings in Washington, D.C. The 
students toured the National Archives 
where the U.S. Constitution and the 
Declaration of Independence are on 
permanent display. There are many 
other important historic documents 
also on display for the general public. 
The students also visited the only legal 
"money factory" in the United States, 
the Bureau of Engraving and Printing. 
The Bureau prints about $40 million a 
day, and is the only producer of the 
stamps in the postal system. 

Other highlights of the tour in­
cluded a 30 minute drive through 
Alexandria, Virginia, the town of 
George Washington as well as the 
home of George Washington, his 
plantation called Mount Vernon on 
the banks of the Potomac River. 

The students also had a chance to 
see the National Zoo which is home of 
the ever popular Giant Pandas Ling-
Ling and Hsing-Hsing. The National 
Cathedral was one of the last but also 
one of the favorite sites on the D.C. 
trip. Hellen Keller and President 
Woodrow Wilson are buried in the 
Cathedral. This Cathedral was started 
in 1907 and will hopefully be com­
pleted in 1990, it will then be the sixth 
largest church in the world. This Ca­
thedral is built entirely of stone, Indi­
ana limestone. 

Also on the last of the tour was the 
Washington Navy Yard which is 
homeof the Navy Memorial Museum. 
There were many hands on artifacts in 
the Navy Museum for the students to 
see and touch. 

On the daily bus tour during the 
four days in and around Washington, 
the group passed through the old 
towns of Alexandria, Virginia and 
Georgetown, D.C. both were old 
towns when Washington was being 
built. The studenft enjoyed traveling 
many of the old streets in the federal 
district. On the last day of the tour, the 
students also viewed the city and sur­
rounding area from atop the 555 foot 
Washington Monument. Their last
