Wildlife habitat improvement needed 
In January, some hunters have 

finished dieir season, while others are 
still afield. Bitter nordiers can make 
die outdoor^ inhospitable. Indoors 
with fireplaces may be more inviting, 
but you could be out improving your 
wildlife habitat 

Connie Fair, district conservation­
ist for die USDA Soil and Conserva­
tion Service at Columbus, said pas­
tures may need more brushy cover for 
quail; backyard birds might benefit 
from more trees and shrabs; or a pond 
may be improved for waterfowl food. 

"Most plants are dormant during 
the winter and can be safely dug, 
handled, moved and transplanted," 

Fair said. "If large amounts of trees 
and brush habiut are needed, bare 
rooted plants are easier to plant and 
much less expensive from nurseries. 
Thickets of blackberries and plums 
can be thinned by moving portions to 
habitat widi insufficient cover. Root-
stocks of smartweed and duck potato 
can be transplanted to pond edges 
needing waterfowl food plants." 

Fair said diat technical assistance 
is available from his office dirough die 
local Cotorado County Soil and Wa­
ter Conservation District to determine 
locally adapted plants, numbers, sizes 
and spacing to benefit the wildlife of 

your ch(Mce. 
All programs of the Department of 

AgricuftMa •!» availabjp to anyone 
widK>ut<|nrdt6race,(iNor, sex, age, 
handicap, Inarital status, or national 
origin.

Men over X don't have to register 
Young men who will turn 26 in 

1992 will be reaching an important 
milestone, according to the Selective 
Service System. 

As of Jan. 1,1992, men who were 
bom in 1966 and were required to 
register with Selective Service in 
1984, will be turning 26 and will no 
longer be eligible for induction should 
a draft be reinstituted. Selective Serv­
ice does not have die audiority to 
accept late registrations after a man 
reaches his 2 ^ birthday. 

Selective Service officials warned 
diat with few exceptions, a man who 
fails to register before turning 26 will 
permanendy forfeit his eligibility for 
certain programs such as federal stu­
dent aid, job training and most federal 
employment in ac t ion to facing 
possible prosecution as a fekm. 

Some states also require registra­
tion for state student aid, entrance to 
state supported colleges and universi­
ties, state empk)yment and permission 
to practKe law. 

Men, ages 18 dtrough 25, who 
have not yet registered, can avoid die 
risk of prosecution and loss of eligibil­
ity by roistering prompdy at any 
local post office. FaiUue to register is 
a felony punishable by a fine of up to 
$250,000, up to five years in prison, or 
both. 

A man is exempt from registration 
while he is on fuUtime active duty in 
die V3. Armed Forces. Cadets and 
midshipmen at die service academies 
are included in die exemption. Mem­
bers (tf die National Guard and reserve 
forces not on fulltime active duty must 
register unless diey have reached age 
26 gr ara alraady nigiiMwd. 

Lawfully admitttd nonimmigrant 
aliens (forexampie, diose on visitor or 
student visas arid members of dipk>-
matic or trade missions and dieir 
families) are not required to register. 
Parolees and refugees who are diens 
residing in diis country must register. 

Those who are unable to register 
due to circumstances beyond their 
control, for example, those who are 
hospitalized, instituuonalized, or in­

carcerated, do not have to register 
until diey are released. After release, 
diey have 30 days in which to register. 
Handicapped men who live at home 
must register if diey are reasonably 
able to leave die home and go into a 
public place. A friend or relative may 
help a handicapped man fill out die 
form if he is unable to do so by him­
self. 

From more dian 92,000 applicants 
nationwide, Bonnie Benge, of Rice 
High School, has been named a semi-
finalist in die Coca Cola Scholars 
Program.

Free water well testing offered by LCRA 
The Lower Colorado River Au­

thority is offering free testing of well 
water to fkxxl vktims on die Highland 
Lakes and die Colorado River. 

Anyone who uses water wells as a 
drinking water source shoukl have die 
water tested before drinking it if the 
well or septic system was inundated 
by fkwdwaten. 

tXTRA staff will deiiyq giuuiai-
water monitoring kits to local comnui-
nities for residents to take dietr own 
water samples and will then collect the 
stfnples once a week at local pick-up 
tiles. Water well owners may also 
drop off dieir samples to die LCRA 
Environmental Laboratory at 3200 
Lake Austin Blvd. in Austin on the 
i«ne day diey sample dieir wells. 

The water will be tested for total 
coliform bacteria, nitrate. tot«L dis­

solved solids and total organic carbon. 
Testing for lead is not included as this 
contaminant is not flood related. 
LCRA lab personnel will immediately 
notify residents by phone if die results 
are bad. All odier results will be 
mailed. 

The san9>les will be picked up at 
die city hall in Eagle Lake, Columbus, 
Whanun and Bay City uii Wedirs-
days beginning Jan.l5. Call the Flood 
Relief Hodine at 1-800-776-5272 to 
inquire about die schedule. 

The waived $60 lab fee for testing 
weO water for flood victims will be in 
effect for approximately 30 days. 

LCRA* advises well owners to 
continue using bottled water or to boU 
dier drinking water for two minutes. 
They can also add two to four drops of 
chlorine bleach per quart of water. Let 

the water stand for ten minutes before 
drinking. 

Flooded wells must be disinfected 
and flushed out before samples can be 
taken. Most wells can be disinfected 
by folk)wing diese steps: 

1. Pour one-half gallon of bleach 
into the well casing; 2. run the faucet 
until you can smell die bleach, dien 
urni ofTthe wato, 3. let tfiewagilrar 
die well over night; 4. die next day, 
turn on an outside faucet to let die rest 
of die bleach water bleed out Using 
the outside faucet will reduce the 
water k)ad going into die septic sys­
tem. 5. Have a water sample tested for 
bacteria.
