Sales tax rebates show modest start for 1992 statewide 
"January's local sales tax rebates 

showed a modest start for 1992 with 
payments to 933 cities totaling $85.5 
million, or S percent more than last 
January's payments of $81.4 million." 
State Conqxroller John Sharp said 
recently. 

January payments to 106 Texas 
counties totaled$9.7million, virtually 
identical to last year's. 

"We have projected slow but 
steady economic growth for 1992 in 
Texas, despite the national recession, 
and retail sales should continue to 
show moderate in^Movement," Sharp 
said. 

Contrary to the statewide trend. 
Eagle Lake's $7,402.64 rebate check 
received this month was down over 
17% from last January's payment of 
$8,981.20. The two odier incorpo-
rate^^es in the county showed in-
crea^s With Columbus receiving 
$23,499.10, up 1.28%. Weimar's 
check was in the amount of $6,186.51, 
up 22.18% over last year's payment of 
$5,063.25. 

Cities in the area and the aiTX)unts 
received were: Sealy, $24,362.01, 
down 28.76%; BellviUe, $9,655.44, 
down 9.70%; El Campo, $66,177.14, 
up 7.61%; and Wharton, $64,426.33, 
down 55.90% from $146,083.24. 

The city of Houston received the 
state's lar̂ gest payment, $13.5 million, 
an increase of 1.1% above last 
January's payment of $13.3 million. 
Dallas received the second largest 
payment, $8.3 million, up almost 3%, 
followed by San Antonio with $4.9 
million and Austin with $3.7 million.

Senator Armbrister urges attitude change 
During his address at die 41st 

Annual Eagle Lake Chamber of 
Commerce Banquet on Monday, Jan. 
20, Texas Senator Ken Armbrister 
told die audience of approximatdy 
125 that diey should now be diinking 
Texas against die world.
