F U N G U S NADL 
If you've noticed yourtoenails becoming thick or oddly discolored, you could be 

looking atacase of fungus nail. The condition occurs whenafiingussimilartoathlete's 
foot takes up residence under the nail. The fungus can ^read into the nail itself and 
grow into underlying tissue, eventually lifting the nail fiom the skin. When the fungus 
starts replacing the nail, the nail becomes brittle. Although the fungus usually results 
in a bulge at the top of the toe, it can cause the nail to grow in defomied patterns, such 
as sideways or bending back toward the toe. Treatment can include applying medicine 
to the affected site, oral medication, or surgery.

To purchase restricted use or state 

limited use pesticides a person must 
be licensed by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture. A person (o be licensed 
must complete die Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service training program 
for private applicators and obtain a 
passing score on the test 

There are three groups of Private 
Applicator Certificates/Licenses. 

Persons who received certifica­
tion prior to Jan. 10,1989, have certifi­
cates. They are valid and will remain 
so as kxig as the holder acquires 15 
hours of continuing education units 
widi two of those being is laws and 
regulations by Dec. 31, 199S. This 
type of certificate does not authorize 
you to supervise any employee. 
Therefore, you may wish to retest and 
upgrade to a license. 

A license requires the same certifi­
cation process and authorizes die 
supervision of an employee in the ap­
plication of restricted-use pesticides. 
Recertification must be completed 
within S years of receiving die license.
