TARSAL TUNNEL SYNDROME 
Due to the high pronic of tennis players' problems and the increasingly 

common plightof computer keyboard operators, many people have heard of carpal 
tunnel syndrome. A similar condition called tarsal binnel syndrome can affect the 
foot in much the same way. In both cases, nerves are pinched, often resulting in 
numbness, burning, tingling, and swelling. In tarsal tunnel syndrome, symptoms 
tend to occur on the inside of the arch and bottom of the foot, with pain increas­
ing at night. Treatment ranges from an orthotic to control heel movement, \a a cast 
or splint, to even surgery. While elastic support stockings may feel good and 
provide support, they don't address the cause of the discomfort

New Medicine for Migraine Headaches 

In December, the U.S. Food and Drug Administration approved 
sumatriptan (Imitrex by Glaxo) injection, a new type of medicine for the 
treatment of migraine headache attacks. According to the manufacturer, 
it is anticipated that the injection will not be available for general use in 
the United States until late March. The oral tablet form of the drug is still 
being evaluated. Sumatriptan works at serotonin receptors in the brain. 
The primary effect is constriction of dilated cranial arteries. It is thought 
that the dilation of these arteries is responsible for migraine headaches. 

In a large study of over 600 patients, a single 6 milligram injection of 
the drug under the skin produced headache relief in 50 percent of those in 
the study group within 30 minutes; in 70 percent in 60 minutes; and in 
approximately 90 percent of patients within two hours. In addition, those 
in the study group experienced improved relief of other migraine symp­
toms such as nausea and vomiting. The most frequently reported side 
effect of the injection has been redness and pain at the injection site. 

Sumatriptan injection will be distributed in single-dose vials and a self-
dose system with an injector and preflUed syringes. Instructions will be pro-
videdsothatpatientscangivetheirowninjections. The dmg is not recommended 
for prevention of migraine.
