More than 9,000 families in the
44 000 square mile Central Power and
Light Company service territory have
been given assistance with their utility
bills by the company. CPL has been a
good neighbor through its Neighbor
To Neighbor program, a special en-
ergy fund that helps customers pay
their home energy bills in emergency
sitwations, since 1989,

In Colorado County, some 74
families have received assistance
since the CPL program began. The
help is distributed through the Com-
bined Community Action Inc. in the
county, regardiess of whether the user
is a CPL customer or not.
