brought to Eagle Lake for burial. 
A vivid, detailed account of the 

Moore story was published last May, 
1993, in the Nesbitt Memorial Library 
Journal. The Journal article, written by 
Bill Stein, noted Moore began his no­
torious career by shooting Frank Ri-
cord in Feb, 1888, possibly with the 
Colt 43 now in the museum. 

Prairie Edge Museum curator Bill 
Harrison said, "Our whole staff is 
delighted and pleased to have this 
historical artifact on display and we 
greatly appreciated the thoughtful-
ness of the Phillips brothers of Hous­
ton." 

The revolver is on display at Prai­
rie Edge in a special exhibit The infor­
mation supplied by the Phillips stated, 
"This gun belonged to the outlaw, 
Henry Moore and is known to have 
(been used to) killed four men. 

"The original stock, which was of 
bone and had the notches on it, was 
burned off in a fire in our home some 
40 years ago. It was originally nickel 
plated. The heat caused this to flake 
off."
