Nonsedating Antihistamines: Pros and Cons 

Oral antihistamines are used to treat a variety of health problems 
including seasonal and chronic allergic rhinitis and urticaria (hives). 
Terfenadine (Seldane) was the first of the nonsedating antihistamines. It 
became available in the U.S. in 1985. Since then, astemizole (Hismanal), 
and loratidine (Claritin) have been approved. The original antihistamines 
(first generation) and nonsedating antihistamines (second generation) 
block or antagonize histamine, a chemical that, when released in the body, 
causes runny nose, watery eyes, and redness or inflammation of the skin. 

Hie second generation antihistamines do not cause drowsiness, fa­
tigue, or sedation. They will not make you sleepy like first generation 
antihistamines. Therefore, they can be used safely by truck drivers and 
persons who operate dangerous equipment. Disadvantages relate to cost 
(they are more expensive than first generation antihistamines), potential 
drug interactions (they can cause more harmful interactions with other 
medicines than do first generation drugs), and they require a prescription. 

First generation antihistamines such as diphenhydramine and chlor-
phauramine generally cost less, cause fewer drug-drug interactions, and 
are available without prescription. In most persons, they are effective.

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More on the Hospital Tax District... 

Economic justification 
Nou: This is Mr. Wilson's "let­

ter" from last week's issue... in it's 
entirety. 

There is no question diat each of us 
can justify die Eagle Lake Community 
Hospital on passionate and emotional 
grounds. Certainly, we want a hospital 
as convenient as possible, whether it 
be for ourselves, our kids, or for our 
okier relatives and friends. The reality 
of life is diat we must look beyond our 
passions and emotions and search for 
an answer to the practical question: 
CAN WE AFFORD IT? 

Our community already toots to 
die Federal level of government for 
support in our everyday endeavors. 
We read die papers and watch die 
news every day to see debates con­
cerning ways die Federal government 
can extract itself from many of die 

> cosdy programs diat we have grown 
used to. So, let us consider dte hospital 
from a staridpoint of diose who use it 
and who depend on it, not from die 
sundpoint of all diose we may cause 
10 be involved. 

In late 1994, Eagle Ukt Commu­
nity Hospital commissioned a feasi­
bility stiKly to determine just what 
kind of healdi care facility die com­
munity could support economically. 
The study was done by Memorial 
Health Care Systems. Three models 
wen studied: m acute eve facility 
such as currently exists; an ambula­
tory healdj center; and a short-stay 
hospital. The study concluded Uiat: 

(I) die Eagle Lake community 
does not provide sufficient (patioit) 
volumes for die continued viability of

pc^lation and economic growdi pat­
terns in die County, and die future of 
healdi care delivery. Of all die people 
from Cok)rado County who were in­
patients in a hospital. Eagle Lake 
Community Hospital's share was 
34% in 1991, declining to 20% in 
1992, and to 15% in 1993. 

Eagle Lake Community Hospital 
has 49 patient beds available and cur­
rently has an occupancy rate of about 
20%. Colunri>us Community Hospital 
has 400 patient beds available and 
currendy h^ an occupancy rate of 
about 25%. Colorado-Fayette Hospi­
tal in Weimar has 38 b ^ available 
widi a current occupancy rate of about 
20%. So, Cokxado County as a whole 
currently has 127 patient beds avail­
able and about 26 are being used. 

The Memorial study indicates a 
county-wide need for 48 beds, but 
points out that at least a third of diese 
beds wouM be used by patients requir­
ing more sophisticated services dian 
tiiose provided by any of tlie inpatient 
facilities in die County. A projection 
of rales reported by die most heavily 
managed care environments drops the

Bodi communities 
agree diat diey should cooperate, but 
bodi want die cooperationio be based 
on osing their own particular facili­
ties. I diink it is worth nothing that one 
of die board memben of E^le Lake 
Community Hospital and a main 

player in decisions regarding die 
Hospital in die past, in die present, and 
aî Mrently planned for die future, 
recendy tokl me diat he had no inten­
tion of having die Hospital continue as 
is. Most everyone realizes diat change 
has to occur. 

Seven! people have come up to 
me recently and told me diey under­
stand diat 1 am opposed to a Hospital 
Disoict, and they add, "but of course 
you have no alternative to offer." I ran 
an ad in TA« Headlight stating diat I 
diought there was a reasonable alter­
native. The Healdi Trust Inc. proposal 
was supported by some of the hospital 
board members. I diink die proposal 
was about as good as die community 
can do shoft of a Hospital District. 

The opponents of die plan say diat 
since it was for only five years, cer­
tainly Healdi Trust Inc. would close 
down die Hospital at die end of diat 
time. Five years is a pretty long com­
mitment for a corporation or an indi-
vidual. I was told that the 
community's mainstay physician 
only promised die hospiul board diat 
he woukl stay for five years. 

If die community does in fact 
approve a Hospiul District, surely 
there is an alternative to just dumping 
a near-bankrupt Hospital in die lap of 
a Tax District widi die notion diat we 
expect to continue our ways, you pro­
vide die means. 

I believe diere is a way to have 
county-wkle cooperation. The first 
step shoukl be a county-wkle hospital 
district This district could assume 
reqwnsibility for all die County's 
hospittls as diey currendy exist. Then 
a hospital board made up oT oouhty-
wide representatives wlio can make 
contributions in business nuuiage-
ment, legal norms, aid accounting 
procedures can begin die job of struc­
turing a system dut will take care of 
die health care needs of all die County 
in an efficient and cost-effective 
manner. Any supftonentary funding 
should be provkJed, first by additkxial 
sales tax and, only as a last resort, by a 
iKMninal ad vakirem tax.
